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The ANG EPCRA Weapons System Assessment was originally provided to each ANG base in February 2002.  The ANG EPCRA Weapons System Assessment was updated in December 2003, and the updated file is provided on this compact disk (CD) as “Final Updated EPCRA Assessment.doc”.  Hard copies of this document are not being provided to the 98 ANGBs.  Instead, base Environmental Managers (EMs) should follow these printing instructions to print the Final Updated ANG EPCRA Weapons System Assessment. 

The updated file (Final Updated EPCRA Assessment.doc) contains the Chapters as outlined in the table below.  The entire file is over 500 pages.  In addition, Chapters 3 through 12 address specific weapons systems, which do not apply to each ANGB. Therefore, base EMs should print the chapters that apply to their base as outlined below.  Chapters 3 through 12 include several spreadsheets that may be used to calculate reporting thresholds.  Electronic copies of these spreadsheets are available and listed under the appropriate weapons system folder on this CD (under the “Weapons System Spreadsheets” folder).  These spreadsheets should be downloaded and actively used by the base EM to determine if EPCRA reporting is required. 

It is important to note that a new chapter (Chapter 12) has been added to address bases with the HH-60/C-130 weapons system.  In addition, two supplements have been developed and are provided on the CD.  These supplements include the following:
· EPCRA Quick Reference Guide – a one-page quick reference sheet that provides an overview of EPCRA requirements; and
· Frequently Asked Questions – a compilation of ANG-specific EPCRA frequently asked questions and answers.  This includes all questions and answers addressed through the ANG EPCRA Help Line (epcra@urscorp.com). 
It is important to note the use of shaded text throughout the Final Updated ANG EPCRA Weapons System Assessment.  Shaded text throughout the document reflects the changes that were incorporated during the December 2003 update.
