1. Section C, Paragraph 3.2.1.1. of the indefinite delivery, indefinite quantity (IDIQ) contract applies to this Delivery Order as amended below:
3.2.1.1.1. OBJECTIVE
The overall objective of this delivery order (DO) is to provide Architect-Engineer (A-E) Title I and other A-E services necessary to survey, monument, and document the Military Family Housing (MFH) properties of the bases listed below to support development of housing privatization Request For Proposal (RFP) documents.  Surveyed parcels have the potential to be conveyed or out-leased to future private developers.  The work includes metes and bounds surveys, topographic maps development, and geotechnical investigations.
3.2.1.1.2. SCOPE
The scope of this DO is to accomplish a physical property rectangular coordinate survey, and title search, complete with installation of monuments at changes in horizontal direction and development of new property plats and legal description for all Air Force-owned MFH properties.  A topographic map is required depicting the changes in elevation.  Geotechnical investigations to include soil borings are required.  The basic A-E Services needed are shown in the table below and additionally depicted in the attachments.

3.2.1.1.3 REQUIREMENTS
3.2.1.1.3.1.   Research appropriate County and Air Force Real Property records to ascertain accurate property boundary parameters.  (Note:  Paragraphs 3.2.1.1.3.1 through 3.2.1.1.3.5 describes the total Metes & Bounds requirement.)
3.2.1.1.3.2.  C

3.3 omplete any Title searches required to accomplish the required task.
3.2.1.1.3.3.  Provide the Air Force with the proposed boundary drawings.  The intent is to help ensure that all land areas are included before extensive work is performed for monument installation and topographic services.   
3.2.1.1.3.4.  Conduct all field work necessary to physically mark the property boundaries with permanent monuments.  Perform in accordance with standard land surveying practices.  
3.2.1.1.3.5.  Furnish the Air Force with certified survey drawings and a complete legal description of the MFH properties.  Drawings will include utility, communication, and service lines with easement boundaries noted.  Legal descriptions will be required in Microsoft Word and certified drawings will be required in AutoCAD using each base’s layer standards and Contractor Title Blocks.  The coordinate system used shall match the cooresponding base and state requirements. 
3.2.1.1.3.6.  Furnish the Air Force with a topographical map representing the existing MFH property at Hill AFB.  The map must show elevation lines based on 2 foot intervals.  
3.2.1.1.3.7.  Conduct soil boring field work.  Provide a standard geotechnical report about the soil conditions.  Three soil borings are required.  If the data from the soil borings vary widely then additional samplings could be required.  Notify the Contracting Officer with your recommendations prior to any additional work being performed.

3.2.1.1.6.1.  Property:  All original materials, visual aids, software, and text developed in the performance of the task listed herein will be the property of the U. S. Air Force and shall not be used, disturbed, or published by the Contractor without the specific permission from the Contracting Officer  

3.2.1.1.6.2.  Base access:  Contractor must be aware that they might experience delays in entering and exiting the base.  Each base has its own requirements for access.  Check with the Base Civil Engineer POC for assistance and for approved work areas.
3.2.1.1.6.3.  Proposal Requirements:  The cost proposals must be broken-down into types of work (Metes & Bounds, Topo, and Geotechnical)  and by individual base for accounting purposes. 
3.2.1.1.6.4.  Availability:  Contractor personnel or persons employed by or in any way responsible to the Contractor shall make themselves available for technical issue discussions, evaluations, and solutions.  The technical issues are perceived to be any difficulties encountered in the operation or understanding of procedures and programs developed as a component of this effort.
