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FEDERAL STATUTES



Clean Air Act (CAA)
Protect human health and the environment from emissions that pollute ambient air.
EPA establishes minimum national ambient air quality standards, and the states assure compliance with the standards through state implementation plans.  The CAA also establishes air pollution standards for mobile sources, hazardous air pollutants, and acid rain producers.  Also, the CAA established a comprehensive permitting program for sources of air pollution.   

Title I CAA
Air pollution prevention and control.
Air quality control regions, national ambient air quality standards, state implementation plans, national emission standards for hazardous air pollutants, prevention of significant deterioration, and nonattainment areas.

Title II CAA
Emission standards for moving sources.
Motor vehicle emission and fuel standards, aircraft emission standards, and clean fuel vehicles.

Title III CAA
General requirements.
Citizen suits, federal procurement, air quality monitoring, and employee protection.

Title IV CAA
Acid deposition control.
Phase I and Phase II sulfur dioxide requirements, nitrogen oxides emission reduction program, permits and compliance plans, monitoring, reporting, and record keeping requirements.

Title V CAA
Permits.
Permit programs, permit applications, and permit requirements and conditions.

Title VI CAA
Stratospheric ozone protection.
Listing of class I and class II substances, monitoring and reporting requirements, phase-out of production and consumption of class I and class II substances, servicing of motor vehicle air conditioners, labeling, and safe alternative policy.





Resource Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA)
In 1984, Congress passed the Hazardous and Solid Waste Amendments (HSWA) to RCRA.  Section 3004(n) of HSWA directed EPA to promulgate regulations for monitoring and control of air emissions from hazardous waste treatment, storage, and disposal facilities (TSDFs).
Reduce organic air emissions vented from treating hazardous wastes and from surface impoundments, tanks, containers, and miscellaneous units.





FEDERAL REGULATIONS



40 CFR 50 
National Primary and Secondary Ambient Air Quality Standards (NAAQS).
Establish National primary and secondary air quality standards for several types of air pollutants.

40 CFR 51 
Requirements for Preparation, Adoption, and Submittal of Implementation Plans.
The states are responsible for establishing state implementation plans to attain and maintain the NAAQS.

40 CFR 60
Standards of Performance for New Stationary Sources (NSPS).
Establish technology-based standards (NSPS) for categories of new industrial facilities.

40 CFR 61
National Emission Standards for Hazardous Air Pollutants (NESHAP)
Establishes NESHAPs for seven pollutants.

40 CFR 63
National Emission Standards for Hazardous Air Pollutants (HAPs) for Source Categories.
Establishes maximum achievable control technology standards for HAPs for source categories.

40 CFR 68
Chemical Accident Prevention Provisions.
Requirements for stationary sources concerning the prevention of accidental releases.

40 CFR 71
Federal Operating Permit Programs.
Major sources must have a permit to operate that assures compliance by the source with all applicable requirements.

40 CFR 72
Acid Rain Program.
Sets general applicable provisions under the Acid Rain Program 

40 CFR 82
Protection of Stratospheric Ozone.
Establishes phase-out schedules for ozone depleting substances and strategies to avoid releases of ozone depleting chemicals to the atmosphere.

40 CFR 87
Control of Air Pollution from Aircraft and Aircraft Engines.
Requirements for fuel venting emissions and exhaust emissions.

40 CFR 93
Determining Conformity of Federal Actions to State or Federal Implementation Plans.
Federal actions must conform to applicable State or Federal Implementation Plans (SIPs) to ensure the actions do not interfere with strategies employed to attain NAAQS.

40 CFR 264/265, Subparts AA
Air emission standards for TSDF process vents.
Total organic emissions from all affected process vents at a facility must be reduced to below certain requirements.

40 CFR 264/265, Subparts BB
Air emission standards for TSDF equipment leaks.
Control organic emissions from equipment leaks.

40 CFR 264/265, Subparts CC
Air emission standards for TSDF containers.
Regulates organic emissions from tanks, surface impoundments, and containers.  





EXECUTIVE ORDERS



Executive Order 11738

Providing for Administration of the Clean Air Act with Respect to Federal Contracts, Grants or Loans
Administration of the Clean Air Act (CAA) with respect to Federal contracts, grants, or loans.
Undertake procurement and assistance activities in a manner that will result in effective enforcement of the CAA.

Executive Order 11514

Protection and Enhancement of Environmental Quality
Federal agencies shall initiate measures needed to direct their policies, plans, and programs so as to meet national environmental goals.
Monitor, evaluate, and control agency activities so as to protect and enhance the quality of the environment.

Executive Order 12088

Federal Compliance with Pollution Control Standards
Federal compliance with pollution control standards.
The head of each Executive Agency is responsible for compliance with applicable pollution control standards.

Executive Order 12114

Environmental Effects Abroad of Major Federal Actions
Enable responsible officials to be informed of pertinent environmental effects abroad of major Federal actions. 
Establish procedures by which responsible Federal agencies shall implement Executive Order 12114.

Executive Order 12843

Procurement Requirements and Policies for Federal Agencies for Ozone-Depleting Substances
Establish procurement requirements and policies for Ozone-Depleting Substances.
Federal agencies shall, to the extent practicable, conform their procurement regulations and practices to the policies and requirements of Title VI of the CAA, maximize the use of safe alternatives to ozone-depleting substances, and evaluate present and future uses of ozone-depleting substances.

Executive Order 12856

Federal Compliance with Right-to-Know Laws and Pollution Prevention Requirements
Federal compliance with Right-to-Know Laws and Pollution Prevention Requirements.
Ensure that all necessary actions are taken for the prevention of pollution with respect to that agency’s activities and facilities, and for enduring compliance with pollution prevention and emergency planning and community right-to-know provisions. 

Executive Order 13031

Federal Alternative Fuel Vehicle Leadership
Use of alternative fueled vehicles may improve the Nation’s air quality by reducing pollutants in the atmosphere.
To the extent practical, Federal agencies shall use alternative fuels in all vehicles capable of using them.





DoD DIRECTIVES



4715.1 Environmental Security
Establishes policy for environmental security within the Department of Defense (DoD).
Integrate environmental factors into DoD decision-making processes and comply with applicable laws and regulations.

6050.7 Environmental Effects Abroad of Major Department of Defense Actions
DoD must take account of considerations with respect to actions that do significant harm to the environment of places outside the United States.
Provides policy and procedures to enable DoD officials to be informed and take account of environmental considerations when authorizing or approving certain major federal actions that do significant harm to the environment.





DoD INSTRUCTIONS



4715.3 Environmental Conservation Program
Implements policy, assigns responsibilities, and prescribes procedures under DoD Directive 4715.1 for the integrated management of natural and cultural resource on property under DoD control.
DoD facilities shall plan, program, and budget to achieve, monitor, and maintain compliance with all applicable Executive Orders and Federal natural and cultural resources statutory and regulatory requirements and State regulations.

4715.4 Pollution Prevention
Implements policy, assigns responsibilities, and prescribes procedures under DoD Directive 4715.1 for implementation of pollution prevention programs throughout DoD.
DoD shall comply with applicable Federal, State, interstate, regional, and local environmental laws, regulations, and standards, and with relevant Executive Orders, international agreements and Final Governing Standards.

4715.5 Management of Environmental Compliance at Overseas Installations
Replaces DoD Directive 6050.16 that was canceled by DoD Directive 4715.1.  Implements policy, assigns responsibilities, and prescribes procedures under DoD Directive 4715.1 establishing environmental compliance standards for protection of human health and the environment at DoD installations in foreign countries.
DoD installations in foreign countries shall establish, maintain, and comply with Final Governing Standards to protect human health and the environment.

4715.6 Environmental Compliance
Implements policy, assigns responsibility, and prescribes procedures as established under DoD Directive 4715.1 for achieving compliance with applicable Executive Orders and with Federal and State, regulatory environmental requirements.
DoD installations must plan, program, and budget to achieve, maintain, and monitor compliance with applicable environmental requirements.

4715.7 Environmental Restoration Program
Implements DoD Directive 4715.1 with respect to the Defense Restoration Program and the Base Realignment and Closure environmental restoration program.
Establishes requirements for evaluating the relative risk posed by a site and for using that information for program planning and execution.

4715.9 Environmental Planning and Analysis
Assigns responsibilities and prescribes procedures for integration of environmental considerations into DoD activity and operational planning.
DoD activity and operation planning should fully consider the environmental consequences of proposed actions in conjunction with national security requirements

4715.10 Environmental Education, Training and Career Development
Implements policy, assigns responsibilities, and prescribes procedures to ensure effective and efficient environmental education, training, and career development programs for DoD personnel.
Ensure all Dod personnel receive appropriate environmental awareness training.





AIR FORCE POLICY DIRECTIVE



AFPD 32-70 Environmental Quality
The Air Force will conduct its activities according to national environmental policy.
Develops and implements an Air Force Environmental Quality Program composed of cleanup, compliance, conservation, and pollution prevention.





AIR FORCE INSTRUCTIONS



AFI 32-7006 Environmental Program in Foreign Countries
Implements AFPD 32-70 by detailing the objectives, background, and standards unique to Air Force environmental activities in foreign countries.
Air Force must achieve and maintain environmental quality abroad to ensure long term access to the air, land and water needed to protect US interests.  AFCEE provides technical services to help MAJCOMs comply with environmental standards under Section 1.2.3.1.  

AFI 32-7040 Air Quality
Implements AFPD 30-70 by identifying Air Force requirements for an air quality compliance program.
Air Force must achieve and maintain compliance with all applicable Federal, State, and local standards for air quality compliance.

AFI 32-7045 Environmental Compliance Assessment and Management Program (ECAMP)
Implements AFPD 32-70 by providing guidance for establishing an environmental management program designed to ensure compliance with Federal, State, and local environmental laws and regulations, as well as DoD and Air Force policies and instruction through the use of comprehensive environmental compliance assessments and management action plans.
Major Air Force installations will conduct internal compliance assessments at least annually, and external compliance assessments at least once every three years.  AFCEE coordinates the development and updating of ECAMP assessment protocols and publications and assists in related activities specified in Section 1.3.2.1.  

AFI 32-7047 Compliance Tracking and Reporting
Implements AFPD 32-70 by identifying requirements for managing and reporting enforcement actions and compliance agreements resulting from inspections of Air Force environmental programs by Federal, State, and local regulatory agencies.
Air Force must acquire and report accurate and reliable information on the status of Air Force compliance.  AFCEE represents the Air Force on a regional basis in dealing with regulatory agencies and performs related activities specified in Section 3.3.2.

AFI 32-7060 Interagency and Intergovernmental Coordination for Environmental Planning
Implements AFPD 32-70 by identifying requirements for Air Force Interagency and Intergovernmental Coordination for Environmental Planning (IICEP).
Provides framework to oversee the Air Force environmental program.  AFCEE carries out IICEP activities with local, State, and Federal agencies for environmental and socioeconomic impact planning activities, base closure and reuse, and other activities as specified in Section 1.4.2.1 

AFI 32-7061 The Environmental Impact Analysis Process
Implements AFPD 32-70 by describing specific tasks and procedures for Air Force Environmental Impact Analysis Process (EIAP).
Provides procedures for environmental impact analysis both within the United States and abroad.  AFCEE provides technical assistance to major commands and the Air Force Base Conversion Agency.
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
