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Affirmative Procurement (AP) is the purchase of environmentally preferable products manufactured from recycled and reclaimed materials. These products are identified by EPA in their Comprehensive Procurement Guidelines (CPG) and are known as “Guideline Items.” There are currently over 50 designated Guideline Items grouped into eight categories.
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Executive Order (EO) 12873 drove the AP Program until EO 13101 was signed on 14 Sep 1998. The original intent of AP was to “close the recycling loop” by buying products made with recycling materials. EO 13101 broadens this concept to include environmentally preferable purchasing in general. As a result, Federal AP Programs must now expand to include the purchase of biobased products.

Biobased products are commercial or industrial products, other than food or feed, that utilize biological products or renewable domestic agricultural or forestry materials. The U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) has responsibility for developing, publishing, and updating the biobased product list.

Sheppard AFB Requirements

Since EO 13101 takes its legal authority from the Resource Conservation Recovery Act (RCRA) Section 6002, AP requirements follow RCRA requirements.  In accordance with those regulations, Sheppard AFB Affirmative Procurement Plan provides:

Team Sheppard Responsibilities
· Comply with all federal regulations concerning Affirmative Procurement: EO 13101, 40 CFR 247, AFI 32-7080, and SAFB Policy letter 

· Purchase recovered materials and/or bio-based products every time unless an exemption applies
· Continue to update personal knowledge on the AP Program and possible recovered materials and bio-based products to purchase for use
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AP Working Group Responsibilities

· The working group is co-chaired by Contracting  and Civil Engineering 

· Meet quarterly and as necessary

· Make changes to the AP Plan in accordance with changing regulations and process improvements

· Ensure compliance with SAFB AP Plan

· Maintain recycled-content and bio-based products list in accordance with updates to the EPA’s Comprehensive Procurement Guideline list

· Distribute AP information in SAFB Public Folders

· Distribute updated product list to users

· Ensure public awareness of AP by submitting articles to the Sheppard Senator and the Wichita Falls Times Record News, distributing this pamphlet explaining the SAFB AP Plan, posting AP information in the public folders on the LAN, and writing articles for the monthly IMPAC newsletter
· Ensure annual AP training and workshops are held to refresh Sheppard AFB members on the AP Plan and to keep all SAFB members current regarding AP policies and current availability of recycled products
· Evaluate, at least annually, the effectiveness of the SAFB AP program through surveys, interviews, feedback sessions, and reviews of Contracting’s IMPAC audits
· Ensure that proper tracking of all contracts that are for or specify the use of recovered materials is accomplished in accordance with an approved method
IMPAC Responsibilities

· For IMPAC purchases under $2,500, the user must verify that an item is not an EPA-designated item for commercial purchases  

· If the item meets an exemption, the squadron commander must approve the purchase of the item  

· The IMPAC cardholder must document on their purchase log whether or not they bought the item with the required amount of recovered/post-consumer material and annotate the reason if not, except for items from a pre-priced contract (e.g. GSA)  

· 82 CONS/LGCS’ IMPAC program will review users’ compliance in conjunction with their routine audits already in place
