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I.	DESCRIPTION OF TASK





1.1	INTRODUCTION





This work order tasks the contractor to develop Storm Water Pollution Prevention Plans (SWPPP’s ) for Peterson AFB, Patrick AFB, Cavalier AFS, Cape Canaveral AFS, and Malabar Tracking Annex.  SWPPP’s need to be developed to comply with National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) for storm water discharges associated with industrial activity.





1.2	SCOPE





The contractor shall furnish all materials, equipment, supplies, personnel, transportation, and all other resources necessary to provide SWPPPs for Peterson AFB,  Patrick AFB, Cavalier AFS, Cape Canaveral AFS, and Malabar Tracking Annex.  The plans shall comply with the requirements specified in the Federal General Permit for Storm Water Discharges associated with Industrial Activity (57FR41307) except that the contractor is not required to test or certify testing for the presence of non-storm water discharges.  The contractor shall be available to consult with Air Force personnel regarding appropriate and cost-effective methods of making the required certification.

1.4	TASKS





1.4.1	The contractor shall complete the requirements of EPA SWMI in the development of a SWPPP for the installations.  These tasks include obtaining a narrative of material management practices and control measures, developing a history of leaks spills, describing the activity in each outfall.  The contractor shall make recommendations for contaminant control, and material management.  A plan shall be developed for each installation.





1.5	REPORTS, PLANS, AND MATERIALS





1.5.1	The contractor shall provide in the form of a letter report (para 6.1, seq 18) a record of all conferences, informal meetings, discussions, verbal directions, telephone conversations, etc., in which the contractor participates in matters relative to the direction of work for this effort.  These letters (in either letter or memorandum-for-record form) shall be numbered sequentially.  The letters shall identify participating personnel, subject discussed, and summarize guidance and conclusions.  As a minimum, one letter report shall be completed following the kick-off conference call.





1.5.2	SWPPP





The contractor shall provide a SWPPP (para 6.1, seq 4) that meets EPA SWMI requirements for each installation.  As a minimum the plan shall include the information contained in the 9 pollution prevention plan worksheets, i.e., pollution prevention plan team, site map, material inventory, exposed significant materials, list of significant spills and leaks, non-storm water discharge assessment, non-storm water discharge failure to certify form, pollutant source identification, identification of best management practices, implementation schedule, and employee training program/schedule.





1.6	MEETINGS AND CONFERENCES





There will be a kick-off conference call within 15 days after award of contract.  The contractor shall provide a maximum of two personnel.





II.	SITE LOCATIONS





Site locations are Peterson AFB, Colorado;  Patrick AFB, Florida; Cavalier AFS, North Dakota; Cape Canaveral AFS, Florida; and Malabar Tracking Annex, Florida.  It is not anticipated that the contractor will need to visit the sites with the exception of the Malabar Tracking Annex.





III.	BASE SUPPORT





The base will provide drainage maps, storm sewer maps, topographical maps, workplace casefiles, supply records, civil engineering records, Spill Prevention Plans and Hazardous Waste Management Plans.
