STATEMENT OF WORK

DEMOLITION OF BUILDINGS THAT CONTAIN ASBESTOS/LEAD PAINT

I.  DESCRIPTION OF WORK

1.1  Work to be done:  The work to be performed under this contract and in accordance with these contract documents shall consist of furnishing all necessary plant, labor, materials, and constructing, installing and performing all work shown and described in the contract documents, all of which are made a part thereof.

1.2  Character of Work and Mechanics:  The work shall be executed in the best and most workmanlike manner by qualified, careful, and efficient mechanics skilled in the trade, and in strict accordance with the contract documents and standards of the industry.

1.3  Location:  _____ (Base) is located in ____ County, approximately ___ miles from (city/state).  The project is:

II.  PRINCIPLE FEATURES

2.1  All work shall be done with the building occupied and the work area unoccupied.  All work shall be coordinated with the occupants, the Civil Engineering construction inspector, and Base Contracting through the Contracting Officer.

III.  WORK HOURS, UTILITY OUTAGE AND SPECIAL CONDITIONS

3.1  Work Hours:  Work hours shall be 7:30 a.m. to 4:30 p.m., Monday through Friday, exclusive of Federal holidays.  Work may be permitted on Federal Holidays, weekends or after 4:30 p.m. daily at the option of the government at no additional cost to the government, with written notice to the Contracting Officer at least 24 hours before the start of the scheduled work and with permission from the Contracting Officer.

3.2  Utility Outage:  When an extended utility outage is necessary to perform the contract work in an occupied facility, regardless of whether the work area is occupied, the outage shall be performed by the contractor during non-duty hours at no additional cost to the government, unless otherwise approved by the Contracting Officer.  The contractor shall give written notice two weeks in advance of schedule outage.

3.3.  Special Conditions:  Not used.

IV.  BASE FIRE REGULATIONS

4.1  The contractor shall comply with Base Fire Regulations as set forth in ___ Regulation 92-1, (date).  The contractor shall use no explosives or fire in performing the work.  Contractor shall understand and comply with welding and cutting requirements in AFOSH Standard 127-5, dated 18 May 81.

V.  ENVIRONMENTAL REQUIREMENTS

5.1  Compliance with Laws:  The contractor shall comply, and ensure that all Subcontractors comply, with all applicable federal, state, and local laws, regulations, ordinances and standards related to environmental matters.  The contractor shall also comply, and ensure that all subcontractors comply with all specific instructions or directions given to the contractor by the base regarding environmental matters.

5.2  Hazardous and Special Wastes Generated by the Contractor:  The contractor shall identify, characterize, containerize, store and dispose of hazardous wastes in strict accordance with federal guidelines found in the Code of Federal Regulations, Title 40 (40 CFR) parts 260-270, state guidelines found in the (State) Administrative Code, (State) Water Commission Industrial Solid Waste and Municipal Hazardous Waste Regulations, all local guidelines, and as specified.  Asbestos containing waste (special) shall be identified, characterized, containerized, and disposed of in strict accordance with federal guidelines found in 40 CFR part 61 subpart M.  A Uniform Hazardous Waste Manifest shall be used by the contractor to document all parties and locations involved in the transportation, storage and disposal of all hazardous and special wastes.  This form shall be provided to the government by the contractor and signed by the Base Environmental Coordinator before the waste is transported from the limits of government property.  A copy of the manifest shall be signed by the receiver of the waste and submitted tot he Contracting Officer not later than forty-five days after disposal has taken place.

5.3  Hazardous Waste Encountered by the Contractor:  The contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer upon encountering any material not identified in the contract documents thought to be hazardous that could jeopardize the safety of workers or personnel in the area.  The government shall be responsible for characterization, transportation, storage and disposal of the waste if necessary.

5.4  Asbestos:  To the best of the government’s knowledge, no asbestos-containing material (ACM) will be disturbed by this project.  Should the contractor encounter previously unidentified or suspected ACM which must be disturbed to comply with the contract documents, the contractor shall cease that work which would disturb the suspect material and shall immediately notify the Contracting Officer.  The government will take steps, as appropriate, to ascertain the material’s composition and determine any remedial actions necessary.

5.5  Lead Based Paint:  Any disturbed surface which contains lead and requires cutting, demolition, or repair, shall be isolated to prevent access by children.  Objects shall be removed from the isolated areas and the floor and fixed objects shall be covered with 4 mil plastic sheeting.  Lightly wet or mist the work area to reduce the airborne concentrations of dust.  After completion of work, containerize the plastic sheeting and wet wipe walls and floors with a tri-sodium phosphate detergent.  Carpet floors shall be thoroughly vacuumed.  In facilities that house or cater to children, a wipe sample shall be collected and a clearance of lead in dust levels shall be below the HUD abatement clearance criteria before the work area is release back to the government.  Workers shall comply with OSHA 29 CFR 1926.62 Interim Final Rule for Lead Exposure in Construction dated May 4, 1993.  Air monitoring in conformance with OSHA standards shall be accomplished to ensure the level of protection provided the workers is adequate.  Lead debris identified by the government as hazardous waste shall be properly disposed of in conformance with all applicable federal and state regulations.

5.6  Hazardous Materials:  The contractor shall provide the Base Environmental Coordinator a list of all hazardous materials that the contractor will bring onto government property and shall further provide a Material Safety Data Sheet (MSDS) for each Hazardous Chemical listed in OSHA Hazard Communication Standard 29 CFR 1910.1200.  In addition, the contractor shall observe proper storage practices for hazardous materials stored on base.

5.7 Nuisance and Polluting Activity Prohibited:  Polluting, dumping, or discharging of any harmful, nuisance, or regulated materials (such as concrete truck washout, vehicle maintenance fluids, residue from saw cutting operations, Solid Waste and Hazardous Substances) into building drains, site drains, streams, waterways, holding ponds or to the ground surface shall not be permitted and the contractor shall be held responsible for any and all damages which may result.  Further, the contractor shall conduct it’s activities in such a fashion which avoids creating any legal nuisance, including but not limited to, suppression of noise and dust, control of erosion, and implementation of other measures as necessary to minimize off-site impacts of work activities.

VI.  SITE MAINTENANCE, CLEANUP, MOWING AND TRIMMING

6.1  Site Maintenance:  The contractor shall protect adjacent property, buildings, and their contents from dust, dirt, or other materials.  Contractor is to wet down dry materials, settle debris and prevent blowing dust.  Work areas shall be maintained in a neat, clean, and safe condition and shall, as a minimum, be cleaned at the end of each shift.

6.2  Cleanup:  The contractor shall collect all trash, debris, refuse, garbage, etc., which he generates and place it in appropriate containers with lids or approved covers on a daily basis.  The aforementioned materials shall be hauled from the site by an appropriate means on a daily basis, unless otherwise approved by the Contracting Officer.  Disposal shall be outside the limits of government property.  Disposal shall be by sanitary landfill or other approved methods and shall conform to all local, state, and federal guidelines, criteria, and regulations.

6.3  Mowing and Trimming:  The contractor shall perform mowing and trimming operations on his job site or storage site at no additional cost to the government.  Vegetation shall be mowed and trimmed when it reaches a height of five (5) inches.  Mowing and trimming shall be to a height of three (3) inches.  Moving shall be accomplished with a rotary mower that leaves the clippings evenly distributed on the soil surface.  Mowing shall be accomplished during periods and in such manner that the soil and grass will not be damaged.  Towed mowers and self--propelled riding mowers shall not be operated within three (3) feet of trees and shrubs.  Areas adjacent to trees and shrubs shall be mowed with hand-propelled mowers.

VII.  ENERGY CONSERVATION

7.1  The contractor shall use good judgment in the conservation of government utilities.  Prevailing energy conservation practices shall be adhered to and enforced by the contractor.

VIII.  RESPONSIBILITY

8.1  The above I through VII summaries do not in any way limit he responsibility of the contractor to perform all work and furnish all plant, labor, and materials required by the contact documents referenced herein.

VIV.  STORAGE AND PARKING

9.1  Contractor storage and parking shall be in the vicinity of the job site as designated by the Contracting Officer.

9.2  All fuel or petroleum products shall be stored within a bermed area with an impermeable liner or containment.  The storage area shall be marked with appropriate signage (i.e.? Flammable Storage - No Smoking Within 50 ft.).  All fuel tanks and petroleum storage containers shall be grounded and bonded in accordance with NFPA.  The containment area shall be sized at 100% of the largest storage container with a minimum of one foot of freeboard for earthen berms.  Any evidence of fuel or oil spill shall be immediately cleaned up by the contractor at not additional expense to the government.  Bermed areas shall be removed at the completion of the job and the area restored to it’s original condition.  All contamination in excess of 100 ppm of Total Petroleum Hydrocarbons shall be removed from the site and disposed of in conformance with all federal and state regulations.  Costs of all soil tests as a result of spills shall be a responsibility of the contractor.

9.3  All other storage areas shall be kept free of debris, leaks, stains, or splashes and kept in a neat, clean, and safe condition.  Any contamination of the storage area by hazardous substance shall be stored in a contractor supplied trailer which shall be secured when not in use.

X.  TESTING PARAGRAPHS:

All testing indicated in these contract documents to be performed by the government will be performed only at the option of the government.

XI.  SAFETY

11.1  The contractor shall comply with all applicable Air Force Occupational Health and Safety Standards and Regulations.  Compliance with the American General Contractors’ Safety Manual and Occupational Safety and Health Act shall also be a requirement of the contractor of this project.

11.2  The contractor shall not have or allow glass food or beverage containers on the construction site.  Glass lined thermal containers are permitted when contained in an appropriate metal or plastic outer shield.

11.3  The contractor must obtain authorization to bring any nonexempt radioactive material (such as density gauges or moisture meters) onto the base by contacting the Nuclear Regulatory Commission, Region __ Office, using the NRC Form 241.  Before bringing any radioactive material onto the base, a copy of the NRC Form 241 must be forwarded to ___/SGPB, (address, base, zip code).

XII.  COLOR AND MATERIAL SELECTIONS:

12.1  No color selections and no material selections will be made by the government until all samples of all materials requiring color selections are submitted to the government in accordance with the CONTRACT CLAUSES.  In addition, prior to the government selecting colors, the contractor shall certify in writing that all colors and samples submitted are current and are acceptable to the contractor for government selection of colors at not additional cost to the government.

12.2  Any samples that are not applicable to the contract shall be carefully removed from the submittal by the contractor.  The contractor shall submit, for government selection, the manufacturer’s full range of applicable colors, patterns, and textures for the various materials that are required by the contract and within the guidelines herein before stated.

12.3  In the event that discontinued, noncurrent, or non-applicable colors, textures, or samples are submitted by the contractor to the government and their selection is made by the government, the contractor shall bear all labor and material correction costs for fabrication, shipping, restocking, removal, repair of damaged materials, or installing of all materials required by the government to correct the project.

12.4  It shall be the responsibility of the contractor to notify the government in writing when all submittals requiring color selections have been submitted.  All products requiring color selections shall be on individual material approval submittal forms, one item per form.

XIII.  PHASING REQUIREMENTS

XIV.  TREES, SHRUBS AND HEDGES

14.1  The contractor shall take appropriate measures to prevent injury to plants in or near the project site unless designated to be removed.  The contractor shall not remove or prune any plants without approval from the Contracting Officer or his designated representative.

14.2  Plants which are damaged during construction shall be replaced at no expense to the government with a 1 year warranty following replacement.  Replacement plantings shall be accomplished between November 1 and April 1.  Damaged trees shall be replaced with Class I trees, minimum 2” caliper, as defined in (state) Agriculture Extension Service (AES) Publication ____, Evaluation of (state) Shade Trees, (date).  Damaged shrubs or hedges shall be replaced with plants of equal size, type and value.

14.3  The Contracting Officer or his designated representative will determine the extent of damage in accordance with National Arborist Association Standards, American Standard for Nursery Stock, state) Agriculture Extension Service (AES) Publication ____, Evaluation of (state) Shade Trees, and (number) Damage Recovery Opportunities for Loss of Landscape Trees, (date).

DEMOLITION/RENOVATION OF BUILDINGS WITH ASBESTOS

RESILIENT FLOOR COVERING

1. Conduct a demolition/renovation assessment survey to determine if material is in good condition and meets the definition of a Category I nonfriable asbestos containing material (ACM) (see attached form).

2. A Notification of Demolition/Renovation form (form numbers ACB-99B & 99C) shall be submitted to the (state) Natural Resource Conservation Commission, (address), a minimum of 10 days prior to commencement of any asbestos containing floor covering removal or building demolition with asbestos containing floor covering left in place.

3. Removal of asbestos containing floor covering shall be in accordance with the Resilient Floor Covering Institute (RFCI) July 1990 (or latest version) “Recommended Work Practices for the Removal of Resilient Floor Covering”.  As stated in the guidelines prepared by the (state) Department of Health, Division of Occupational Health, Asbestos Program Branch, Removal of Asbestos-Containing resilient floor Covering Materials Status of Regulatory requirements, March 1992, (amended Dec 14, 1992), “removal under this guidance has shown that significant fiber release is not generated and a regulated area is not required.  If floor-covering material is removed in any other manner or if friability is produced during the removal process, the project must e implemented by a certified asbestos abatement contractor, using certified supervisors and registered workers.”

4. Certified asbestos contractors and workers are not required for the removal of category I non-friable ACM.  Workers shall have as a minimum 8 hours of training g in the Recommended Work Practices for the Removal of resilient Floor Tile as defined by (state) house bill (number).

5. OSHA air monitoring standards as defined in 29 CFR 1926.58 shall be required unless an exemption has been granted by OSHA based on the fact that work will be accomplished in conformance with RSP published by RCFI and employees have received training in the RWP (see attached exemption request form).

6. Demolition of a building may be accomplished with asbestos containing floor covering left in place, provided that the Demolition/Renovation assessment survey has certified the material as being in good condition and meets the requirements of a category I non-friable ACM.  Demolition shall be accomplished under wet conditions or equal methods to help minimize airborne dust.  Demolition debris shall not be mechanically processed or ground up onto small pieces, as this would change the classification of the debris to a friable asbestos waste.

7. Removed floor covering in renovation projects which had previously been certified as a category I non-friable ACM containing material and debris from demolition shall be re-inspected after removal to ensure that the floor covering material has not become friable.  If the material has become friable, it must be manifested as regulated asbestos waste to a landfill which is authorized to accept regulated ACM.

8. Removed non-friable resilient floor covering shall be carefully containerized in heavy-duty impermeable bags or containers before transporting to a landfill.  Non-friable renovation debris or nonfriable demolition debris can be disposed of any municipal solid waste landfill (MSWLF) provided the waste is placed on the active working face and covered in accordance with (state code and effective date).

RIGID ASBESTOS SIDING/ROOFING MATERIAL

1. Category II nonfriable asbestos containing siding or roof shingles shall be removed in whole sheets.  Fasteners shall be removed, cut, or button punched through the material as required to prevent the break up of the material and facilitate whole sheet removal.

2. The removed asbestos containing material (ACM) shall be palletized or placed in sealed drums.  Palletized material shall be wrapped with two layers of 6 mil poly.  Packing material shall be inserted between the rigid material and the poly to prevent tears in the plastic wrap.

3. Asbestos certified contractors and workers are not required for the removal of Category II nonfriable ACM.

4. Category II nonfriable ACM can be disposed of at any municipal solid waste landfill (MSWLF) provided the waste is placed on the active working face and covered in accordance with (state code and effective date).

5. Category II nonfriable ACM shall be removed from a building prior to building demolition.  A Notification of Demolition/Renovation form (form numbers ACB-99B & 99C) shall be submitted to the State Natural Resource Conservation Commission, (address), a minimum of 10 days prior to commencement of ACM removal.  Notification will not be required if the removal of the category II nonfriable ACM is classified as a renovation project.

ASBESTOS CONTAINING GYPSUM BOARD
1. Category II nonfriable asbestos containing gypsum board shall be removed from the facility as a unit or in whole sections to minimize breakage.  The gypsum board shall be adequately wetted during cutting or disjoining operations.  A misting unit shall also be utilized to help minimize the concentration of airborne fibers.  Each unit or section shall be carefully lowered to the floor and ground level without drooping, throwing, sliding, or otherwise damaging or disturbing the asbestos containing material.  Serrated saws and abrasive sanding of the gypsum board will not be allowed.

2. The removed asbestos containing material (ACM) shall be palletized or placed in sealed drums.  Palletized material shall be wrapped with two layers of 6 mil poly.  Packing material shall be inserted between the rigid material and the poly to prevent tears in the plastic wrap.

3. The area requiring sheet rock removal shall be critically prepped with 4 mil poly.  All openings leading from the space shall be covered to contain all debris and dust within the work area.

4. Asbestos certified workers will not be required provided engineering practices are implemented to keep the levels of airborne asbestos fibers below the action level of .1 f/cc.  If at any time personnel air sampling data exceeds the action level requirements, the work area shall be shut down and the work practices examined to determine the cause for excessive fibers in the air.  Workers shall receive training to inform of the hazards associated with asbestos, methods of dust control, and procedures to minimize breakage of gypsum board material.

5. Area and personnel air sampling shall be conducted and the results certified by an industrial hygienist certified in the Comprehensive Practice of Industrial Hygiene (CIH).  If at any time air sampling results indicate fiber counts above .1 f/cc then work will stop and removal methods examined.  If the removal process cannot be changed to minimize the release of fibers, then the are shall be secured and a regulated area established for the removal of asbestos containing waste.  Workers shall be certified for the removal of asbestos containing waste and all the state and federal requirements for the removal of the waste shall be implemented to include a decontamination and negative air systems.  All air sampling data shall be submitted to the government for retention in the contract file.

6. Category II nonfriable gypsum board material can be disposed of at any municipal solid waste landfill (MSWLF) provided the waste is placed on the active working face and covered in accordance with (state code(s), number(s) and effective date(s)).  Waste shall be delivered to the landfill in a covered state.

7. Category II nonfriable ACM shall be removed from a building prior to building demolition.  A Notification of Demolition/Renovation Form (form numbers ACB-99B & 99C) shall be submitted to the (state) Natural Resource Conservation Commission, (address) a minimum of 10 days prior to commencement of ACM removal.  Notification will not be required if the removal of the category II nonfriable ACM is classified as a renovation project.

8. Final clearing of dust and debris shall be with a HEPA type vacuum cleaner.
