Federal historic preservation legislation


requires that this process be conducted in consultation with the State


Historic Preservation Officer and the Advisory Council on Historic


Preservation.  By definition, transfer of Federal historic properties to


non-Federal agencies constitutes an adverse impact to those properties.

     a.  Conduct an archeological inventory and evaluation of historic


         properties and sites on the installation including determinations


         of eligibility acceptable to the Air Force and the State Historic


         Preservation Office.





     b.  Conduct an historic structures inventory and evaluation of historic


         properties and structures on the installation including


         determinations of eligibility acceptable to the Air


         Force and the State Historic Preservation Office.





     c.  Make recommendations for a historic district(s) if applicable





     d.  Integrate survey findings into the base comprehensive planning


         process; specifically making recommendations concerning the


         following:





         (1)    Which, if any, historic properties and sites should be


                avoided by ground disturbance and construction activities.


                Identify development proposals contained in the planning


                documents which are incompatible with these


                recommendations.





         (2)    Mitigation of adverse effects that may be anticipated from


                proposed development plans.





         (3)    Compatible uses of historic buildings, identifying and


                components of the planning documents which would be


                considered incompatible.





         (4)    Selection of historic properties with exceptional historic


                value and integrity for commitment to preservation.

6. Task Description:





     a.  Inventory and Evaluation:


         (1)    The contractor will conduct a literature and file review of


                previous cultural resource inventory results for the


                installation and the surrounding area.  Minimally, copies


                of site forms, reports, and maps held by the State Historic


                Preservation Office and the installation Engineering and


                History offices will be consulted.  The literature review


                will also document Native American groups with potential


                interests in the cultural resources on the installation.





         (2)    Using the installation engineering records, the contractor


                will develop a map and narrative showing the extent of


                surface disturbance on the installation from previous


                construction and operational activities.  The narrative will


                describe the extent of damage that can be expected to any


                possible cultural resources in the area of disturbance.





         (3)    The contractor will conduct an intensive pedestrian survey


                of the unsurveyed and undisturbed areas of the base.  This


                survey will include:





                   (a)    A workplan on how the survey will be


                          conducted will be prepared prior to initiation of


                          the survey.  This workplan will be submitted by


                          the Air Force to the State Historic Preservation


                          Office for comment prior to the start of


                          fieldwork.





                   (b)    Recording all cultural resources encountered on


                          site forms acceptable to the State SHPO.





                   (c)    Curation and laboratory analysis of all collected


                          artifacts and associated records in accordance


                          with Federal Curation Regulations.





                   (d)    Evaluation of any sites found per the criteria of


                          eligibility for inclusion in the National Register


                          of Historic Places (36 CFR 60).  Subsurface


                          testing will be conducted to the minimum


                          amount necessary to provide sufficient


                          information to make a determination of


                          eligibility.





                   (e)    Development of mitigation plans (as necessary)


                          for all historic properties recorded.





                   (f)    At the direction of the Air Force, the contractor


                          will complete National Register Nomination


                          forms for historic properties.





         (4)    The contractor will submit a draft inventory report within


                30 days of completion of fieldwork.  This report will


                include draft copies of all site forms.





           (5)  The Air Force will submit the report to the SHPO for


                comment. The Air Force will submit all comments to the


                contractor within 60 days of receipt of the draft report.





         (6)    Upon receipt of all comments, the contractor will submit


                the final report within 30 days.  The final report will be


                submitted in 10 copies including one copy on floppy disk


                in a IBM-compatible format determined by the Air Force.


                All cultural resources data will be submitted on floppy


                disk in a database format determined by the Air Force.





     b.  Graphics


           (1)  The contractor will prepare a presentation quality map on


                posterboard no smaller than 3'x 3' in size showing the


                results of the survey.





           (2)  The contractor will photograph all cultural resources


                identified as well as provide photographs of the survey in


                progress on 35mm slide format.  Overhead projection


                slides will be prepared showing survey results and


                recommendations.








7. Deliverables





All items due and deliverable under those contract are identified in


section 6, Task Description.  All maps and historic documents borrowed


from the Air Force or other contractors under the contract to the Air


Force are the property of the U.S. Government and shall be returned to


the Air Force upon completion of this contract.  All artifacts collected


under this contract are the property of the U.S. Air Force and the


contractor shall curate the artifacts and associated records with this


stipulation.  The deliverables due as a result of this contract are


summarized below:
