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STATEMENT OF WORK
1999 Emergency Planning and Community Right-to-Know Act (EPCRA) Reporting 

Support for F. E. Warren AFB, Wyoming

1.0  INTRODUCTION

1.1  Scope.  This Statement of Work (SOW) describes contractor required services that will support F.E. Warren AFB in the achievement of environmental objectives in the areas of pollution prevention and environmental compliance.  The Contractor shall assist F.E. Warren AFB in complying with the Executive Order (E.O.) 12856, Federal Compliance with Right-to-Know Laws and Pollution Prevention Requirements.

Specifically, the Contractor shall provide support to F.E. Warren AFB by conducting a survey to identify purchases, storage, and usage of the Emergency Planning and Community Right-to-Know Act (EPCRA) chemicals on the installation for calendar year (CY) 1998.  From the survey, the contractor shall perform threshold calculations for EPCRA Section 312 and EPCRA Section 313 reporting based on EPA, State of Wyoming, State of Colorado, State of Nebraska, DoD, and Air Force guidance and policy.  The Contractor shall then prepare necessary EPCRA Section 312 Emergency and Hazardous Chemical Inventory  (Tier II) Reports.  The reports will be submitted by F.E. Warren AFB to the appropriate agencies.  

1.2 Background.  With the signing of Executive Order 12856, Federal agencies are required to fully comply with all provisions of EPCRA.  As outlined in EPCRA Section 312, Air Force installations must now submit annual Chemical Inventory Reports. These reports include the maximum and average daily quantities of EPCRA chemicals on-site and the locations at which the materials are stored and are a critical planning tool by the State Emergency Response Commission (SERC) and the Local Emergency Planning Committee (LEPC).  As outlined in EPCRA Section 313, the Air Force is required to submit Toxic Release Inventory  (TRI) Form R reports annually to the EPA.  The TRI reports document on-site releases and off-site transfers of over 600 toxic chemicals.

2.0 COMPLIANCE REQUIREMENTS
It shall be the contractor’s responsibility to identify the applicable federal, state, and local laws and regulations and apply the procedures and protocols as required.

2.1 Public Laws and Statutes.  The contractor shall comply with the issue or version (including all changes and amendments) of federal, state and local environmental statutes and regulations in effect of date of issuance of this delivery order, including, the applicable portions of the documents cited in the basic contract and below.

3.0 ENVIRONMENTAL SERVICES ACTIVITIES

3.1 Environmental Compliance.  The Contractor shall conduct a scheduled site visit to the F.E. Warren AFB to collect information needed for the completion of the requirements outlined in this delivery order.  The Contractor shall conduct surveys to identify purchases, storage, and usage of the Emergency Planning and Community Right-to-Know Act (EPCRA) chemicals at F.E Warren AFB for calendar year (CY) 1998. The Contractor shall perform detailed threshold calculations according to rules and guidance outlined by EPA, State of Wyoming, State of Colorado, State of Nebraska, DoD, and the Air Force.  The Contractor will generate summary reports that show the results of the survey and threshold calculations for both EPCRA Section 312 and EPCRA Section 313 Reporting.  The Contractor also shall prepare the necessary Emergency and Hazardous Chemical Inventory (Tier II) Reports for F.E. Warren AFB.  The Contractor shall use the most current form of the EPCRA Section 312 and 313 chemical lists in this delivery order since many changes have occurred to the lists since they were originally published.

3.1.1 – 3.1.2 Reserved.

3.1.3 Hazardous Materials Management.

3.1.3.1 EPCRA Section 312 Emergency and Hazardous Chemical Inventory  (Tier II) Reports.  According to EPCRA Section 312, an Emergency and Hazardous Chemical Inventory Tier II report must be submitted by a facility for each EPCRA Section 312 chemical that exceeds one of the two thresholds listed below.  



10,000 pounds of the chemical present anywhere on-site

For extremely hazardous substances (EHS), the lesser of 500 pounds or the threshold planning quantity (TPQ) of the chemical present anywhere on-site

Based on EPA, State of Wyoming, State of Colorado, State of Nebraska, DoD, and Air Force regulations, policy, and guidance, the Contractor shall conduct a survey of facilities on F.E. Warren AFB to identify the purchases and storage of EPCRA Section 312 chemicals for CY 1998.  The Contractor shall develop a database to tabulate the types and quantities of EPCRA Section 312 chemicals purchased and stored by functional area and location.  Data for the survey and threshold calculations will be gathered by the Contractor from various sources at F.E Warren AFB including the industrial shops, base supply, the hazardous material pharmacy, Environmental Flight, Bioenvironmental Shop, etc.

The Contractor shall perform detailed threshold calculations for EPCRA Section 312 chemicals based on EPA, State of Wyoming, State of Colorado, State of Nebraska, DoD, and Air Force regulations, policy, and guidance.  The Contractor shall document threshold data/calculations as well as the estimation techniques used. Contractor shall also consider, document, and incorporate specific EPA, DoD, or Air Force outlined exemptions when performing the threshold calculations.

From these threshold calculations, the Contractor will provide comprehensive lists of chemicals that exceed EPCRA Section 312 reporting thresholds for CY 1998.  The Contractor shall then prepare all necessary EPCRA Section 312 Emergency and Hazardous Chemical Inventory (Tier II) Reports for those chemicals that exceed the reporting thresholds.  Because F.E. Warren AFB has many Geographically Separated Units (GSUs) located over the three states of Wyoming, Colorado, and Nebraska, the Contractor shall develop the appropriate Tier II reports according to the state and local requirements in which the GSU resides.  Since the purpose of the Tier II reports are to aid the State Emergency Response Commissions (SERCs) and the Local Emergency Planning Committees (LEPCs) with emergency planning, the Contractor shall ensure that the completed reports meet SERC and LEPC requirements for each location/GSU.  The reports will be submitted by F.E. Warren AFB to the appropriate agencies.

The Contractor shall develop an EPCRA Section 312 Summary Report that outlines the threshold calculation rationale; summarizes the threshold calculation results; identifies which chemicals (if any) require a Emergency and Hazardous Chemical Inventory (Tier II) Report to be submitted; and contains copies of the all completed Tier II reports.  (CDRL A007A)
3.1.3.2 EPCRA Section 313 Toxic Release Inventory (Form R) Survey and Threshold Calculations.  A Form R report is required to be submitted by a facility for any EPCRA chemical that exceeds any of the three activity thresholds (manufacture, process, or otherwise use) as described in Section 313.  The thresholds are as follows:


Manufacture: 25,000 pounds in a calendar year (make or produce the 


chemical intentionally or unintentionally, or import to the territories of the 


U.S.


Process: 25,000 pounds in a calendar year (incorporates the chemical into 


products distributed in commerce, such as chemicals consumed in a 


reaction, chemicals mixed into a formulation, or repackaging bulk 



materials)

Otherwise Use: 10,000 pounds in a calendar year (any other activity; non-


incorporative activities, such as lubricants in manufacturing equipment and 


catalysts promoting a chemical reaction)

Based on EPA, State of Wyoming, State of Colorado, State of Nebraska, DoD, and Air Force regulations, policy, and guidance and on the information gathered/complied for SOW paragraph 3.1.3.1, the Contractor shall conduct a survey of EPCRA Section 313 chemical usage at F.E. Warren AFB for CY 1998.  The survey documentation shall sufficiently detail the type, location, and quantity of the EPCRA Section 313 chemicals and mixtures containing these chemicals.  Data for the survey and threshold calculations will be gathered by the Contractor from various sources at F.E Warren AFB including the industrial shops, base supply, the hazardous material pharmacy, Environmental Flight, Bioenvironmental Shop, etc.

The Contractor shall perform detailed threshold calculations for EPCRA Section 313 chemicals based on EPA, State of Wyoming, State of Colorado, State of Nebraska, DoD, and Air Force regulations, policy, and guidance. The Contractor shall document threshold data/calculations as well as the estimation techniques used. Contractor shall also consider, document, and incorporate specific EPA, DoD, or Air Force outlined exemptions when performing the threshold calculations.

From these threshold calculations, the Contractor will provide a comprehensive list of chemicals that exceed EPCRA Section 313 reporting thresholds for CY 1998.

The Contractor shall develop an EPCRA Section 313 Summary Report that outlines the threshold calculation rationale; summarizes the threshold calculation results; and identifies which chemicals (if any) require a TRI Form R report to be submitted by F.E. Warren AFB for CY 1998.  (CDRL A007B)

4.0 PROJECT MANAGEMENT
The Contractor shall supply all personnel, material, transportation, etc. required to perform work described in this delivery order SOW.  The Contractor shall conduct management and planning functions during the course of the effort.  The Contractor shall plan activities, schedule activities and milestones, describe the status of resources, report on activity and progress toward accomplishing objectives, and document the results of project efforts.  The Contractor is not required to develop a Work Plan under this delivery order but will deliver a project schedule to the AFCEE COR and F.E. Warren AFB POC.

4.1 Staff Organization and Responsibilities.  The Contractor shall provide all necessary personnel for completion of this delivery order.

4.2 Submittals/Deliverables.  Timely submission of deliverables is essential to the successful completion of this delivery order.  Schedules and requirements for deliverables are specified in SOW paragraphs 4.2.1 through 4.2.8.  

4.2.1 Reports.

4.2.1.1 Reserved.
4.2.1.2 EPCRA Section 312 Summary Report and Chemical Inventory (Tier II) Reports.  A summary report of the EPCRA chemical inventory thresholds and storage locations along with the necessary completed EPCRA Section 312 Tier II reports shall be submitted for F.E. Warren AFB in accordance with SOW paragraph 3.1.3.1.  The draft report shall be submitted according to the delivery order schedule.  The estimated Air Force review time for the draft reports is 7 calendar days.  The final reports shall be submitted 7 calendar days after the receipt of Air Force comments on the draft reports. (CDRL A007A)
4.2.1.3 EPCRA Section 313 Summary Report.  A summary report of the EPCRA 313 survey shall be submitted for F.E. Warren AFB in accordance with SOW paragraph 3.1.3.2.  The draft report shall be submitted according to the delivery order schedule.  The estimated Air Force review time for the draft report is 14 calendar days.  The final report shall be submitted 14 calendar days after the receipt of Air Force comments on the draft report.  (CDRL A007B)
4.2.2  Meetings, Conferences, Site Visits.

4.2.2.1  Reserved.

4.2.2.2  Meetings.  The Contractor shall participate in meetings to successfully complete the requirements of this delivery order.  Within 7 calendar days from the effective date of this delivery order, a kickoff meeting will be held with F.E. Warren AFB POCs and the HQ AFCEE/EQ POC to define the scope of the required work and to establish a schedule for the accomplishment of all tasks.  This may be done through a telephone call. The Contractor shall have a proposed strategy for accomplishing tasks (e.g. field team, report preparation, etc.).  The Contractor will also present his pre-visit data requirements at this meeting.  Within one week of the completion of the kickoff meeting, the contractor shall submit to the base POCs and HQ AFCEE/EQ project manager a copy of the meeting minutes.  Meeting minutes shall include a summary of key issues discussed and their disposition, a list of meeting attendees with addresses and telephone numbers, and any other pertinent information discussed at the meetings.  It is anticipated that additional progress meetings will be held through telephone calls throughout the completion of this delivery order. (CDRL B002)
4.2.2.3 Reserved.

4.2.2.4 Site Visits.  The Contractor shall conduct a site visit to F.E. Warren AFB to accomplish the requirements of this delivery order.  The Contractor will coordinate the installation visit with the F.E Warren AFB POCs.  The Contractor shall conduct interviews with appropriate base personnel and gather data/information necessary for the successful completion of the requirements of this delivery order.

4.2.4 Technical Progress Reports.  The Contractor shall provide quarterly technical progress reports throughout the performance of this delivery order.  These reports shall also include basic cost and schedule progress statements.  (CDRL B003)
