                         PERFORMANCE WORK STATEMENT





                     HAZARDOUS WASTE RECYCLING/DISPOSAL





                                SHAW AFB, SC








Contractor shall provide all labor, tools, equipment, transportation


necessary to remove and recycle/dispose of hazardous waste from Shaw


AFB (SAFB).  Hazardous waste shall be removed from the locations in


Attachment 1.  All waste removed under this contract shall be recycled.





1.0     SERVICING REQUIREMENTS:  All servicing shall be performed


on the 1st day of each month unless other arrangements are made with the


contracting officer or designated representative.    





1.1     Contractor shall service the designated 90-day accumulation points


once a month and remove all full drums and any drums that will exceed


90-day accumulation time limit prior to the next scheduled pick-up.





1.2     Satellite accumulation points shall be checked within the 90-day


accumulation points.  Waste drums shall not be removed from satellite


points until the drum is at least 80 percent full or a 55-gallon drum


contains at least 45-gallons.





1.3     The contractor is responsible for providing drums for waste


accumulation.  Empty drums for accumulation shall only be placed at an


accumulationpoinnt when a full drum (according to the terms of this


contract) is removed unless otherwise requested by the CO or designated


representative.  All drums shall be properly color coded and labeled in


accordance with the specifications in Section 2 and Attachment 3 of this


Performance Work Statement (PWS).





2.0     DRUM SPECIFICATIONS/LABELING:  All drums shall be


provided by the contractor for hazardous waste accumulation.





2.1     All drums at 90-day accumulation points shall be Department of


Transportation (DOT) 55-gallon specification 17E drums or acceptable


alternative approved by the QAE unless otherwise indicated in Attachment


1.





NOTE:     On location line item 0001AF, 0002AF, 0003AF 0004AF, and


0005AF require the use of 8-gallon drums.  Seventeen-E or an acceptable


alternative approved by the QAE will be supplied by the contractor at all


locations.


2.2        All drums at Satellite accumulation points will be 55-gallon DOT


specification 17-E drums.  Any exception to 17-E drums must be approved


in writing by the QAE through the CO.





2.3      All drums shall be color coded in accordance with SAFB


requirements as follows:  Drums shall be painted red with a two inch


emerald green band at the top and a yellow band in the center.  The


yellow band is not to exceed one third the height of the drum (see


Attachment 3).





2.4      Labeling of all drums, with the exception of JP-4 drums, shall be


provided by the contractor.  All drums shall be labeled in accordance with


40 Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) Part 262, Subpart C, Part 264,


Subpart I and Part 265, Subpart I and South Carolina Department of


Health and Environmental Control Regulations R.61-79.262, Subpart C,


R61-79.264, Subpart I and R61-79.265, Subpart I, Appendix 5.  The start


date of the drums located at a satellite point will be the date the


contractor removes the drum from the base.  The start date shall be placed


on the drums by the contractor prior to the transportation of these drums


off base by the contractor.  Prior to the full hazardous waste drums being


transported off SAFB, proper Department of Transportation (DOT and


Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) labeling shall be applied by the


contractor.  This labeling shall be in accordance with 40 Code of Federal


Regulations (CFR), 40 CFR, EPA and State regulations.





2.4.1    Drums used for JR-4 storage will be labeled only with the words


"Used JP-4."  Upon determination by SAFB that this substance is a waste,


the Accumulation Point Manager will put a "Hazardous Waste" label on


the drum.  The placement of a "Hazardous Waste" label on a JP-4 drum


will serve as notification to the contractor that this drum is ready for


pick-up.  Upon pickup of the JP-4 drums, the contractor will re-label them


in accordance with DOT and EPA regulations as specified in paragraph 2.4.





2.5      Contractor shall supply 85-gallon overpack drums, at no expense


to the government, if any contractor supplied drums are discovered to be


leaking.  Color coding is not required on 85-gallon pverpacks.





2.6      Contractor shall ensure that all drums supplied to SAFB for waste


accumulation are free from rust, pitting, creases, and/or dents upon


delivery.  Drums may be new or reconditioned drums.  If the contractor


chooses to utilize reconditioned drums, the contractor shall provide


written verificaiton to the CO that the drums have been triple rinsed and


meet the requirements outlined in 49 CFR 173.28 concerning reconditioned


drums. No reconditioned drums shall be accepted by SAFB if not in


accordance with 49 CFR 173.28.


3.0        MANIFESTING:  All manifests and land disposal notification will


be prepared by the contractor in accordance with 40 CFR Part 262


Subpart B, Part 263 Subpart B, Part 264 Subpart E, Part 265 Subpart E,


and Part 268 as well as South Carolina Department of Health and


Environmental Control Regulation R.61-79.262 Subpart B, R.61-79.263


Subpart B, R61-79.264 Subpart E and R.61-79.265 Subpart E.





3.1      Manifests and land disposal notifications will be prepared by the


contractor in accordance with 40 CFR Part 262 Subpart B, Part 263


Subpart B, Part 264 Subpart E, Part 265 Subpart E and Part 268 as well


as South Carolina Department of Health and Environmental Control


Regulation r.61-79.262 Subpart B, R.61-79.263 Subpart B, R.61-79.264


Subpart E and R.61-79.265 Subpart E.





3.1      Manifests and land disposal notifications will be coordinated with


the QAE for review and authorized signature, Attachment 6.  Manifesting


and coordination/signature will be accomplished prior to any waste leaving


SAFB.





3.2      Copies of completed manifest(s) shall be provided to the QAE


within 30 calendar days of waste removal from SAFB.  A manifest shall


be considered complete after receipt of an authorized signature from the


disposal facility, Attachment 6.





3.3      The contractor shall, as a minimum, include his/her and SAFB's


24 hour emergency response phone number in block 15 of all manifests. 


The contractor's 24 hour emergency response phone number shall be the


phone number of the contractor's emergency response team.  The SAFB


emergency response team consist of the SAFB fire department and other


trained SAFB personnel and is (803)668-3117.  The contractor shall


submit a copy of the emergency response team members training and


certificates to the CO prior to contract award.





4.0      PERMITS:  Copies of all State/Federal hazardous waste treatment,


storage and disposal and transporter permits or permit applications, along


with proof of financial responsibility for the contractor or any


subcontractors, shall be provided to the CO prior to contract award. 


Permits and financial responsibility demonstration are to be in accordance


with 40 CFR Parts 262, 263, 264, 265.  Financial responsibility


demonstration shall be strictly in accordance with South Carollina


Department of Health and Environmental COntrol Regulations R.61-


79.263, R.61-79.264 Subpart H, and or in accordance with State


requirements where the recycling facility is located.  Upon request by the


CO, the contractor and/or his subcontractor shall provide a tour of the


designated recycling facility.


5.0        AUTHORIZATION REQUEST FORMS:  The contractors may


elect to recycle/reuse the wastes from SAFB within the state of South


Carolina.  If the contractor elects to recycle/reuse the wastes within the


state of South Carolina, the contractor shall prepare all authorization


request forms (AFRs) and submit at the time of proposal submittal. 


Incomplete or incorrect AFRs will be cause for the Government to


consider the contractor's proposal to be non-responsive.





6.0      INCIDENT RESPONSE/PERSONNEL TRAINING:  The


contractor shall respond immediately with labor and equipment to any


spills occurring on SAFB property as a result of contractor error.  Once


waste material is in the possession of the contractor, clean up of any


spills shall be the responsibility of the contractor, at no expense to the


Government.  The contractor shall notify the CO or designated


representative within 30 minutes of any spill involving wastes from SAFB. 


A copy of the contractor's emergency response contingency plan shall be


supplied to the CO prior to the contract award.





6.1      All personnel handling SAFB waste shall also have and maintain


hazardous waste handlers training as specified in 40 CFR Part 262.34,


Part 265.16, Part 265.16 and South Carolina Department of Health and


Environmental Control regulation R.61-79.262.34, R.61-79.264.16, and


R.61-79.265.16.  Proof of this training shall be provided prior to contract


award and must be current upon start of and throughout the contract


performance period.





7.0      ADDITIONAL REQUIREMENTS:





7.1      The contractor shall conduct a removal survey of all accumulation


points prior to removing any waste from SAFB.  At the time of the


survey, the contractor will be accompanied by the QAE or other


representative.  All pre-removal surveys will be performed the day before


a scheduled pickup.  The contractor shall notify the QAE or designated


representative at least three days prior to scheduled pickup date to verify


the pre-removal date and time.





7.2      All waste generated by SAFB is to be recycled/reused. 


Justification shall be provided to the CO for any waste determined by the


contrator to be unrecyclable or unreusable.  Justification shall be


provided prior to the removal of any waste thought to be unrecyclable/


reusable by the contractor from SAFB property.  Any waste that is removed


from SAFB property and subsequently determined to be unrecyclable/


unreusable, shall not be disposed of without prior written approval of


the CO.





7.3        Any sampling of waste by the contractor, or subcontractors,


shall be performed by an Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) certified


laboratory.  Copies of all results shall be provided to the QAE upon


request.  Any sample results or other information relating to hazardous


waste disposal at SAFB obtained during contract performance is priveleged


information.  This information may not be obtained without prior written


approval from the CO.  Photographs or slides shall only be taken with


prior approval of the CO and all photographic products will be the


property of SAFB.





7.4      The contractor shall provide a quarterly report to the QAE within


10 working days after the end of each quarter indicating the final and/or


current disposition of any waste from SAFB.  This report will be supplied


no later than the 10th working day of January, April, July, and October,


and shall cover the preceeding three months; i.e., the January report will


contain the wastes removed during October, November, and December. 


This report will contain at a minimum, the manifest and line number the


waste was removed from SAFB under the nomenclature of the waste, the


facility the waste was shipped to when it left SAFB, the EPA identification


number of this facility, the date the waste arrived at the facility, and


the final disposition of the waste.  Information concerning the final


disposition of the waste will include information such as whether the


waste was recycled on-site and sent to another facility for reuse, the


intended use of the waste if sent to another site, and the name and EPA


identifcation number of any other sites where the waste was sent.  A


suggested format for this report is at Attachment 4.





7.5      If wastes removed by the contractor are inconsistent with what was


identified to the contractor, the contractor shall contact the CO or QAE


for a determination of whether to return that waste to SAFB.  Recycling


of wastes that will require an obligation of funds above what is identified


in the contract must be approved by the CO before any additional cost is


incurred.  Under no circumstance is the contractor authorized to obligate


on the part of the Government.  On occasion, SAFB may require return


of inconsistent waste drums to the pickup point until further testing can be


performed by the Government.  Should testing show the waste was


properly identified, the contractor shall transport the waste back to the


disposal facility, without charge to the government.  Should testing


indicate the drum contents were misidentified, SAFB will reimburse the


contractor for transportation costs.





7.8      The contractor is responsible for ensuring the correct waste drums


are removed from the base.  In the event the contractor removes a waste


drum and misidentifies its contents as something other than what is on the


Hazardous Waste label, the contractor shall be responsible for ensuring all


actions are otherwise ready for removal per the terms of this contract, the


Government shall not be liable for the disposal costs.





7.7      If the contractor determines a previously identified drum has


become acceptable for removal per the terms of this contract, the


contractor shall contact the CO for approval to remove the drum from the


base.
