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1.	Scope of Work:  Contractor shall provide all labor, materials, equipment, transportation, and tools necessary to provide on-call analytical services for the directorate of Environmental Management at Robins Air Force Base, GA.  Analytical services and collection methods shall be performed in accordance with all local, state, and Federal regulations.  Services shall include but are not limited to analysis and/or collection of environmental samples, consultation, analysis reports, collection records, Quality Assurance, and Quality Control (QA/QC) reports.





2.	On Site Services:  The Contractor shall collect environmental samples for the Government on an as needed basis.  The contractor shall be on the job site ready to provide the requested sampling services within the time period specified by the Government, including weekends and holidays.  The contractor shall provide all transportation, materials and personnel necessary to complete the requested sampling services.  The contractor shall be qualified to perform core ground sampling (including split spoon at various depths), composite soil and water sampling, grab sampling, hazardous material sampling, integrated sampling, and other environmental sampling that may be requested.  The contractor shall use all applicable Environmental Protection Agency, Resource and Conservation Recovery Act, and Georgia Environmental Protection Division approved sampling methods to include 40 CFR 136 dated July 1, 1992 when collecting environmental samples for the Government.





3.	Sample Analysis:





	A.	The contractor shall use sampling methods approved by the Environmental Protection Agency, the Resource Conservation and Recovery Act and the Georgia Environmental Protection Division for the particular analysis being performed.  Contractor shall be capable of providing the lower detection limits for chemical analysis according to the most stringent local, state, and Federal regulations to include any reauthorizations during the life of this contract.





	B.	Performance Period:   Services rendered shall be in strict accordance with the bid schedule.  The required performance period for each sample analysis will be specified at the time each request for services is placed against this contract.  Performance periods shall range from twenty four hours to fourteen days after receipt of samples.  If sample analysis cannot be completed within the requested time for the test method specified, the contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer in writing of a projected due date.  Contractor shall provide sample analysis results no later than close of business on the date agreed upon.  The contractor shall FAX a copy of the sample results to Robins Air Force Base Environmental Compliance Divisions (WR-ALC/EMC) no later than close of business on the day the sample analysis results are due.  A written report shall be provided no later than seven calendar days from the date sample analysis results are due.





	C.	Shipping Containers:  The contractor shall provide sample containers with sampling information labels and shipping containers to the Government when requested at no extra cost to the government.  Shipping containers shall be sent to the Government by overnight mail.  The contractor shall send sample containers out no later than the start of business on the day following the Government's request for sample containers.  All containers shall meet Environmental Protection Agency and Department of Transportation guidelines to include 49 CFR 173 and shall contain the preservative necessary for the sample analysis requested.  Shipping containers and samples will be returned to the contractor at the expense of the Government.  The contractor shall replace sample containers lost in route or broken prior to sampling no later than the close of business upon date of acknowledgement via overnight mail, at no additional cost to the government.





4.  Records and Reports:





	A.	General Requirements:





		1.	Sample results shall be reported in a consistent format (i.e. unit of measure for results, laboratory standards, regulatory standards, report layout, call number, and contract number shall be located at the same place on every report).  The contractor shall ensure that there are no typographical errors in the reports sent to the Government.  The contractor will replace any reports with typographical errors and/or any other inconsistencies in the report within 7 calendar days of notification by the Government.





		2.	On-Site Sampling Records:  In addition to para.  4.A.1. of this Statement of Work, the contractor shall provide a drawing 8 1/2" x 11" and submit with each copy of results.  Contractor shall annotate on the drawing where samples were taken, what type of samples were taken at specific sites and at what intervals samples were taken.





	B.	Collection Records:  The contractor shall maintain complete records for each sample taken for a period of five years.  Records shall contain the type of sample collected, date, time and location of the sample, type of sample container and preservation method used, sample size, storage and transportation procedures.  The Government will also provide the Contractor with a report stating procedures followed during sample collection and any unusual circumstances that might effect the sample analysis.  The report will be provided to the contractor within 24 hours by fax or 7-14 days by mail after completing the sample analysis based on urgency.





	C.	Analysis Records:   The contractor shall maintain complete records for each sample analyzed. As a minimum, the records shall include the date of receipt of the sample, description of the sample, sample number, name of the person performing sample collection and analysis, and any unusual problems encountered during the analysis of the sample that might effect the integrity of the sample results.  This information shall be readily available to the government for a period of 5 years from the date of sample analysis.  Information requested from the lab concerning historical sample analysis shall be provided to the Government within 5 working days from request date at no additional cost to the government.





		1.	The contractor shall provide WR-ALC/EMC with a report of the sample results for each sample analyzed.  The report shall contain as a minimum the call number, sample number, contract number, date the sample was received, date the sample was analyzed, test performed, test methods used applicable standards used for analysis, applicable units of measure, and any other information which would improve the quality of the report.  The contractor will provide the Government with original chain of custody letters applicable to the report they will accompany by mail in addition to the delivery ticket and invoice.





	D.	Quality Control Reports:  The contractor shall also provide the Government with a Quality Control report for each sample analysis performed.  The Quality Control report will contain the method used for the quality control test, (accuracy as Mean percent Recovery), Precision (as percent RPD) and the date the quality assurance test was performed.  The contractor shall provide the government with a letter of explanation for any sample results that are questionable.





5.	Basis of Payment:  Contractor shall provide the Government with a separate price list for each of the following categories; sample analysis of domestic and industrial wastewater using methods outlined in the Clean Water Act, potable water analysis using methods outlined in the National Primary Drinking Water Standards, and hazardous waste sampling methods outlined in the Resource Conservation and Recovery Act.  The price list shall contain unit prices for 24 hour sample analysis, 7 day sample analysis and 14 day sample analysis.  Unit prices shall include all labor, materials, and transportation (including per diem and mailing) needed to successfully perform services under this Statement of Work.  A Delivery Ticket and Invoice shall accompany the sampling results.  Invoice shall be separated by individual call number and cost of analysis individually separated into line items.





6.	Protection of Government Property and Personnel:





	A.	The Contractor shall protect Government property and personnel on-base from inconvenience, damage, and/or injury.





	B.	All sampling shall be done in a manner to insure that no contamination or cross-contamination of any government work place occurs.





	C.	Samples shall be taken in such a manner as to prevent degradation of material sampled.  Where sampling is likely to cause degradation of the material sampled or cause a health hazard, remedial measures shall be taken, such as encapsulation, patching, or any of the other methods outlined in the EPA guidelines.





	D.	Any debris or contamination that results from the sampling shall be cleaned in accordance with Air Force/EPA/RCRA methods and regultations at no expense to the Government.





	E.	The contractor shall furnish, place, maintain, and remove barricades at sampling areas as directed by the Contracting Officer or Technical Representative.  Keep access driveways and door ways clear at all times.





	F.	Damages of any nature caused by this work shall be repaired or replaced at no expense to the Government.  If the Contractor does not satisfactorily repair or replace the damaged property, the government reserves the right to make the necessary corrections.  The contractor shall reimburse the Government for consequential damages and for all materials and labor used for the corrections.
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
