STATEMENT OF WORK

WASTE SITE TRAINING OF THE HURLBURT FIELD SPILL RESPONSE TEAM



PURPOSE:

The Hurlburt Field Spill Response Team (HFSRT) is required to complete a training course to qualify them for waste site operations and emergency response activities.  The 29 CFR 1910.120 mandates 40 hours of instruction for workers involved in hazardous waste and substance clean-up operations, and an additional 24 hours for Hurlburt Field site specific field experience.  These required courses will accomplish all HFSRT training objectives and enable them to respond more effectively and manage substance releases on base.  The fully trained HFSRT will be capable of providing combined support with the base HAZMAT team in the event of a sizable release or clean up effort.

ENVIRONMENTAL SERVICES 

This statement of work describes the training curriculum required for the 40 hour Waste Site Worker initial training requirement for regulatory compliance.  The course includes the mandated 40-hour portion of instruction to be completed on-site at Hurlburt Field.  Through primarily focused and customized to the specific containment and clean-up responsibilities of the HFSRT, some course work will include Level A and simulated hazardous materials handling.  When followed by the 24 hour Site Specific course, this course will meet the requirement for complete certification and full regulatory compliance.

TECHNICAL REQUIREMENTS

The contractor will conduct training in accordance with the OSHA requirements set forth in 29 CFR 1910.120. Instructional material will be from the Occupational Safety Health Guidance Manual for Hazardous Waste Site Activities prepared by the National Institute for Occupational Safety and Health (NIOSH) , Occupational Safety and Health Administration ((OSHA), U.S. Coast Guard (USCC), U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA), and materials from the Environmental Protection Agency Training Program.  Core curricula will include:

Introduction

Hazards

Planning and Organization

Training

Medical Program

Site Characterization

Air Monitoring

Personal Protective Equipment

Site Control

Decontamination

Handling Drums and Other Containers

Site Emergencies

Upon successful completion of the 40 hour course, the student will be able to accomplish the following tasks:

Conduct a preliminary site characterization, analysis and hazard assessment before entering a site.

Follow a site-specific safety and health program to identify, evaluate and control safety and health hazards.

Implement Command and Control of Hazardous Material incidents, establish appropriate work practices and ensure worker protection, including appropriate personal protective equipment (PPE).

Implement operations at Hazardous Materials incidents, control rescue efforts, evacuation procedures and the handling of the news media, and correctly identify the difference between Level I, II, and III incidents.

Follow and understand medical surveillance program requirements.

Implement a site control program to prevent contamination of personnel and equipment.

Implement a monitoring program to determine proper levels of PPE required.

Implement decontamination procedures before site entry.

Follow DOT, OSHA, and EPA regulations in developing methods to handle, transport, label and dispose of hazardous waste.

Implement an emergency response plan for potential on-site emergencies.

“Hands-on” training shall, as a minimum, include:

Donning of the full protective ensemble.

Diking and other techniques to limit contaminated areas.

Site clean up with simulated hazardous materials.

The OSHA Accreditation Standard, when published as a final rule, may require successful completion of a training program before a certificate is issued, meaning that participants will have to pass a performance and/or written evaluation.  Consequently, a performance evaluation will be conducted at the end of this course with an assessment of each participants’ skill, ability, and knowledge.

The training will be limited to 20 persons per class.  One class will be presented.  The class will be presented Monday through Friday during normal duty hours (0645-1530 with a 45 minute lunch).

Government Furnished Property:  Facility and electricity.

Contractor Furnished:  The contractor will furnish the following during each course:  Training materials and Certificate of successful completion.

Anticipated class dates:  Two classes in the September 1993 time frame for approximately 40 total students to attend 40 hour Hazardous Waste Site Operations Course.
