Volatile Organic Compound Recovery System

In November 1996, Hill AFB completed a 100,000 cubic feet per minute (cfm) Volatile Organic Compound (VOC) recovery system at the Aircraft Paint Facility. Control of VOCs from aircraft painting operations is required under the Clean Air Act Aerospace National Emissions Standard for Hazardous Air Pollutants. The new recovery system will capture up to 99.5% of the VOCs generated in the aircraft painting process.
