Los Angeles AFB Recycling Program

All recycling activities at Los Angeles AFB (LA AFB) are managed and monitored by the Qualified Recycling Program (QRP). The goals of the QRP are to divert waste (waste diversion) from landfills through source reduction, recycling, and affirmative procurement, and to operate cost effective recycling programs. The EPA goal is a waste diversion rate of 35% by the year 2005. The Air Force has established a waste diversion rate of 50% by 2005. LA AFB continues to improve its waste diversion rate from landfills through recycling and

thermal recovery. LA AFB recorded a 26% waste diversion rate in calendar year (CY) 94, 49% in CY 95, and a projected 75% in CY 96. Of all municipal solid waste generated, approximately 34% is recycled and 40% is sent to a thermal recovery facility.

In fiscal year 1995, LA AFB's recycling program generated $10,476 from the sale of cardboard, high grade paper, and wood pallets. These three commodities are the only revenue generating recyclables at LA AFB because mixed recyclables are sold through the refuse contract and proceeds are used to offset the cost of the contract. The sale of mixed recyclables resulted in a $4,500 credit toward the cost of the refuse contract in FY 96, with aluminum cans being the biggest money-maker.
