
FACILITY:  Vandenberg AFB, CA

P2 PROJECT NAME:  Concrete/Asphalt Recycling
FOCUS OF SUCCESS STORY:  Vandenberg”s permitted Class III landfill must comply with California Regulation AB 939 which requires a 50% reduction in solid waste by the year 2000 (1990 baseline).  There has been an estimated half million tons of concrete and asphalt rubble diverted from the landfill over several years and stockpiled.  The proposed P2 solution is to build a permanent concrete/asphalt rubble processing facility to operate and process materials 5 days per week.  Processed materials would be used on base for construction of roads, housing foundations, landfill surface water drainage systems, and other projects.  It is expected that some of the material would also be transported off base for beneficial reuse in the surrounding communities (Habitat for Humanity).
ORIGINAL PROCESS:  The stockpile is a problem because it may be perceived as an unpermitted landfill by the regulatory community, subjecting VAFB to enforcement action under RCRA.  The compliance option is to remove the rubble and have it processed or disposed.  The California Integrated Waste Management Board (CIWMB) does not currently regulate or issue Solid Waste Facility Permits for C&D materials storage or processing facilities.  The Board is now in the process of developing regulations for the placement of facilities and operations handling C&D materials into the CIWMB Regulatory Tiers, and is developing minimum standards for the storage, processing, and disposal of C&D materials.  These regulations are expected to be finalized in the spring of 1998.

COST
Start Up Costs:  $50,000 for power and water requirements for the operation.

Recurring Costs:  Preliminary research indicates that annual recurring costs could possibly be netted as zero, with the incurred cost of operations paid for by the materials provided by Vandenberg at no cost.  

COST SAVINGS OR AVOIDANCE:  The current programming for a service contract to have the rubble processed is $200,000/yr.  Definite savings will be in the fees for disposal charged by the state and county, plus avoiding the cost to either permit or close an active landfill.  Annual disposal fee savings at $2.01/ton ($1.34/t state and $.67/t county) which would save $250,000 per year (based on half million tons of rubble over four years or 125,000 tons per year).  
OTHER BENEFITS (NON-MONETARY): Reuse of a resource, increased landfill lifespan, decreased liability for material exiting the base.
PAYBACK PERIOD:  One year
