(g)  The Contractor shall ensure that all waste transport vehicle operators comply with the minimum health and safety training requirements specified by EPA, DOT and the Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) for hazardous waste vehicle operators.

(h)  The Contractor shall obtain letters of commitment from waste haulers and from treatment, disposal, or recovery facility owners/operators to haul and accept Air Force Waste shipments. 2.3.11 Page Format Restrictions and Limitations

5.3.1.3 Organizational Structure Change History

(d) Offerors without an approved accounting system should contact the Contracting Officer to initiate an accounting system review by DCAA.  This request shall be submitted immediately upon receipt of the RFP but no later than 15 days after release of the RFP.  

(e) Adequate accounting system is not an evaluation criterion.  It is a regulatory requirement with a pass/fail determination.  A contract may be awarded to the Offerors who are determined to have an adequate accounting system.  Submission of this information in the price volume is merely to facilitate review of the information by the appropriate evaluators.

6.3 Labor Rates/Indirect Rates

(a) The cost information for this source selection is limited to the prime contractor’s and all Teaming Partners fully burdened Firm-Fixed-Price (FFP), and Time & Materials (T&M) hourly labor rates, wrap rates for Davis Bacon (DBA) and Service Contract Act (SCA) labor, and indirect rates applicable to costs other than labor.

(b) Each prime Offeror and each team member shall provide fully burdened hourly labor rates for the labor categories identified in Attachments L-9. Fully burdened labor rates include the base hourly rate plus applicable indirect costs and profit. 

(c) Provide the indirect rates to be applied to subcontractors and other direct costs (ODCs), per the Offeror’s normal accounting practices, in the format of the Microsoft Excel spreadsheet provided on the ECOS website. (Attachment L-9)
(d) Provide the wrap rate to be applied to DBA/SCA labor costs.

(1) Submit separate spreadsheets for the prime and each team member.

(2) An hourly rate must be submitted for each labor category either by the prime contractor, a team member, or both.

(3) Failure to propose rates for all labor categories will render the proposal incomplete, and the entire proposal will be subject to rejection.

(4) Rates shall be submitted for each of the 7 contract years.

(5) Each contract year is the same as the Government Fiscal Year: 1 October through 30 September.

(6) The first contract year will be 1 Oct 2003 through 30 Sep 2004.

(7) Successful Offerors and their Teaming Partners proposed fully burdened labor rates, and DBA/SCA wrap rates will be incorporated into the resulting contract and will be used for future FFP and T&M task order pricing.  In addition, the indirect rates to be applied to subcontractors and ODCs will also be incorporated into the resulting contract, unless the contractor has objections.
(8) All fully burdened labor rates shall be rounded to the nearest cent.

6.4 Davis Bacon/Service Contract Act labor Task Order Pricing: When DBA/SCA rates apply to company employees, from either the prime or a Teaming Partner, the applicable Wrap rate will be applied to the prevailing Department of Labor wage rate.   The wrap rate should include applicable fringe, overhead, G&A, and profit.  Provide the rate in the format of the Microsoft Excel spreadsheet provided on the ECOS website.  This wrap rate would only apply to either the prime contractor's or a Teaming Partner’s permanent staff personnel who may fall under either of these Acts.

OTHER SOLICITATION PROVISIONS IN FULL TEXT

M001  SOURCE SELECTION  (FEB 1997)

The government will select the best overall offer, based upon Technical Excellence, Cost and other General Considerations.  All evaluation factors other than cost, when combined, are significantly more important than cost.  However, cost/price will still contribute substantially to the best value award decision.  The source selection for this will be conducted in accordance with AFFARS Appendix BB, "Streamlined Source Selection Procedures", of latest issue, as amended or supplemented.  Contract(s) may be awarded to the offeror, deemed responsible in accordance with the Federal Acquisition Regulation, and whose proposal is judged to be the most advantageous to the Government based on the evaluation criteria.  The Government may:


a.  Award one, more than one, or no contract at all, depending on the quality of the proposal(s) submitted and the availability of funds.


b.  Award to other than the lowest evaluated cost and/or cost and fee or to other than the highest technical offeror.


c.  Reject proposals that are evaluated to be unrealistic in terms of program commitments, including contract terms and conditions, or unrealistically high or low in cost when compared to Government estimates, such that the proposals are deemed to reflect an inherent lack of competence or failure to comprehend the complexity and risks of the program.


The Government will:



(1)  Consider, throughout the evaluation, the "correction potential" of any deficiency that is discovered.



(2)  Eliminate any competitive advantage resulting from the use of government furnished property.



(3)  Evaluate general considerations which will include proposed contractual terms and conditions; the results of award surveys or other capability/capacity reviews, if applicable, and includes the proposed termination liability funding profile against the availability of funds.

M002  EVALUATION CRITERIA  (FEB 1997)

Award will be made to the offeror proposing the combination most advantageous to the government based upon an integrated assessment of Technical Excellence, Cost and other General Considerations in descending order of importance.


a.  Technical Excellence, which is the most important criterion for the acquisition, will be evaluated based upon the attached assessment criteria (see Attachment # _____ (insert attachment number) in descending order of importance).  The narrative of each assessment criterion is provided to describe the scope of the criterion and does not contain separate subcriteria.  The evaluation of technical excellence will include strengths, weaknesses, and risk.


b.  Cost proposals will be evaluated to ensure realism, reasonableness, and completeness.  The evaluated cost may include adjustments to offset any competitive advantage from the use of government furnished property or to reflect other government costs associated with the proposed approach.  The government may use cost information furnished by other government sources or an independent cost estimate in evaluating the realism and/or reasonableness of the proposed cost/price in addition to the cost and/or pricing data submitted with the proposal.  The evaluation of realism will assess the compatibility of the proposed costs and the scope of the effort; reasonableness will be evaluated based upon the acceptability of the estimating methodology; and completeness will be evaluated on the basis of the proposal's responsiveness in providing all RFP requirements, traceability of estimates, and the sufficiency of information to enable Government review.


c.  General considerations include proposed contractual terms and conditions; the results of pre-award surveys or other capability/capacity reviews, if applicable; and includes the proposed termination liability funding profile against the availability of funds.

M003  PRE-AWARD SURVEY  (JUN 2003)

The Government will conduct a limited pre-award survey (PAS) for the offeror and each of their first-tier teaming subcontractors if any Teaming partner's accounting system has not been determined by the DCAA to be adequate to track costs on T & M task orders. Each member of an offering team will be given a reasonable opportunity to correct deficiencies in their accounting system before being eliminated from the source selection. If the DCAA cannot determine the entire team's individual accounting systems to be adequate to track costs, the team as proposed may not be considered for award.  Results of the market research Request for Assistance (RFA) determined there are potential small businesses capable of meeting the requirements of the solicitation regarding DCAA acceptable accounting systems.  Submission of accounting systems information is requested no later than 15 days after issuance of the solicitation.  The Government reserves the right to conduct additional pre-award surveys (i.e. financial capability surveys) if considered necessary, in order to evaluate and determine each offeror's capability to meet the requirements of this solicitation.

M008  SOLICITATION REQUIREMENTS, TERMS AND CONDITIONS  (JUN 2003)

Offerors are required to meet all minimum technical requirements and all solicitation requirements, such as terms and conditions, representations and certifications, in addition to those identified as factors and subfactors to be eligible for award.  Failure to comply with the terms and conditions of the solicitation may result in the offeror being removed from consideration for award.  Any exceptions to the solicitation's terms and conditions must be fully explained and justified.

EVALUATION FACTORS

1. Evaluation Factors and Subfactors and their Relative Order of Importance

(a) The SSET developed evaluation criteria for the Performance Price Tradeoff (PPT) evaluation.  

(b) Award will be made to the small business prime offeror(s) proposing the combination most advantageous to the Government based upon an assessment of the evaluation of the three factors and subfactors.

(1)  Factor 1 - Mission Capability

(i) Subfactor 1.1 - Organizational Plan
(ii) Subfactor 1.2 – Workforce Stability 
(iii) Subfactor 1.3 - Nationwide Coverage
(iv) Subfactor 1.4 - Experience 
(v) Subfactor 1.5 – Financial Capability
(2) Factor 2 - Present/Past Performance

(3) Factor 3 - Cost/Price

(c) PPT procedures allow tradeoffs in the proposals assessed as acceptable under the Mission Capability evaluation.  

(1) Tradeoffs are limited to Factor 2: Present/Past Performance and Factor 3: Cost/Price. 

(2) Present/Past Performance will be considered slightly more important than Cost/Price.  

(3) All of these considerations will influence the SSA’s decision.

2. Importance of Factors, Subfactors, and Factor and Subfactor Ratings:

2.1 Factor 1, Mission Capability 

(a) Mission Capability will be rated acceptable or unacceptable in accordance with PPT procedures. 

(b) This will be accomplished by assigning a pass/fail rating to each subfactor under Mission Capability.  

(c) The pass/fail criteria are based on projected needs, market research, and historical data.  

(d) The pass/fail rating depicts how well the Offeror’s proposal meets the subfactor requirements in accordance with stated evaluation criteria.  

(e) Failure in any Mission Capability subfactor will result in an unacceptable rating at the Mission Capability Factor level.  

(f) The Mission Capability Factor demonstrates the depth and breath of relevant experience of the team.  

(g) Mission Capability may be demonstrated through corporate experience on government and private sector contracts of similar size and type in providing the same or similar products or services.  

(h) Only experience within the past five years or work currently being performed will be considered.

2.1.1 Subfactor 1.1: Organizational Plan

(a) The Government will evaluate the team’s ability to communicate and breakdown responsibilities effectively.  

(b) This subfactor will be considered passing when an efficient and effective approach for ensuring compliance with FAR 52.219-14 (b)(1) is demonstrated with clear and convincing evidence and a clear and concise breakdown of roles and responsibilities between the prime and various Teaming Partners. 
2.1.2 Subfactor 1.2: Workforce Stability

(a) The Government will evaluate the team’s key employees average retention time to ensure Present/Past Performance is recent and current employees are relevant to the current staff's work performed within the last 3 years. 

(b) This subfactor is considered passing when an average stability equal to or greater than 3 years experience for key personnel is demonstrated.  

(c) Key personnel are defined as Program Manager, Project Manager(s), Senior Engineer(s)/Scientist(s), Contracting Administrator, and Construction Supervisor(s).  Refer to Attachment L-3, Key Personnel Spreadsheet.

2.1.3 Subfactor 1.3: Nationwide Coverage

(a) The Government will evaluate the team’s past 5 years of work experience by state in the categories listed below.  These are listed in Attachment L-4, Nationwide Coverage Spreadsheet.  

(b) This subfactor is considered passing when a minimum of 240 out of a possible 480 (50%) category/state combinations are demonstrated.

Category 1 – Construction, Repair, and Demolition

Category 2 – Environmental Compliance Assessment and Management Program

Category 3 – Air Quality Management and Compliance

Category 4 – Environmental Conservation Management and Compliance

Category 5 – Hazardous Waste and Hazardous Material Management and Compliance

Category 6 –  Sustainable Development and Pollution Prevention

Category 7 –  Sampling, Testing, Analysis, and Monitoring

Category 8 – POL and Storage Tank Management and Compliance

Category 9 – Toxic Management and Compliance

Category 10 - Water Management and Compliance

2.1.4 Subfactor 1.4: Experience

(a) The Government will evaluate the team’s past 5 years work experience in the ten categories listed above. This evaluation also uses the Key Personnel Spreadsheet used in evaluation for Subfactor 1.2 above.  

(b) This subfactor is considered passing when any 6 of the 10 categories on the summary sheet have an average key personnel experience equal to or greater than 3 years.

2.1.5 Subfactor 1.5: Financial Capability
The Government will evaluate the team’s financial capability.  This subfactor will be considered passing with:

(a) A determination of a solid financial standing based on the DCAA analysis of the financial capability risk assessment, and demonstrated corporate ability to manage funds in the diverse order of magnitude conveyed within this solicitation;
(b) Prime’s demonstrated proof of excess bonding capacity to implement a nationwide construction program and RBPD program that may include both environmental and traditional construction requirements.

(1) To be considered, the contractor must have a letter from a surety on surety letterhead that says the contractor has a relationship with the company and can obtain excess bonding of $5M.
(2) Excess bonding capacity is defined by the aggregate ceiling between current bonding and bonding ability.
(c) 
2.2 Factor 2: Present/Past Performance 

(a) Under the Past Performance factor, the Performance Confidence Assessment represents the evaluation of an Offeror’s present and past work record to assess the Government's confidence in the Offeror’s probability of successfully performing as proposed. 

(b) The Government will evaluate the Offeror’s demonstrated record of contract compliance in supplying products and services that meet user's needs, including cost and schedule. 

(c) The Past Performance Evaluation is accomplished by reviewing aspects of an Offeror’s relevant present and recent past performance, focusing on and targeting performance which is relevant to the Mission Capability Subfactors.

(d) In determining relevance, consideration will be given to program similarity, project complexity, technical diversity, contract/subcontract management, contract type, and schedule.  

(e) This information may include data on efforts performed by other divisions, critical subcontractors, or teaming contractors, if such resources will be brought to bear or significantly influence the performance of the proposed effort.  

(f) The Government may consider as relevant, efforts performed for agencies of the federal, state, or local governments and commercial customers. 

(g) As a result of an analysis of those risks and strengths identified, each Offeror will receive an integrated Performance Confidence Assessment (PCA), which is the rating for the Past Performance factor.  

(h) Although the past performance evaluation focuses on performance that is relevant to the Mission Capability Subfactors, the resulting Performance Confidence Assessment is made at the factor level and represents an overall evaluation of contractor performance.  

(i) In addition to evaluating the extent to which the Offeror’s performance meets mission requirements, the assessment will consider things such as the Offeror’s history of forecasting and controlling costs, adhering to schedules (including the administrative aspects of performance), reasonable and cooperative behavior and commitment to customer satisfaction, and generally, the contractor's business-like concern for the interest of the customer.

(j) Where relevant performance record indicates performance problems, the Government will consider the number and severity of the problems and the appropriateness and effectiveness of any corrective actions taken (not just planned or promised).  The Government may review more recent contracts or performance evaluations to ensure corrective actions have been implemented and to evaluate their effectiveness.
(k) Each Offeror will receive one of the following PCA ratings as described in AFFARS 5315.305(a)(2)(E) for the Past Performance factor:

(l) Offerors without a record of relevant past performance or for whom information on past performance is not available will not be evaluated favorably or unfavorably on past performance and, as a result, will receive a "Neutral/Unknown Confidence" rating for the Past Performance factor.
(m)  More recent and relevant performance will have a greater impact on the Performance Confidence Assessment than less recent or relevant effort.  A strong record of relevant past performance may be considered more advantageous to the Government than a "Neutral/Unknown Confidence" rating.  Likewise, a more relevant past performance record may receive a higher confidence rating and be considered more favorably than a less relevant record of favorable performance.

(n) 
(o) Past performance information may be obtained through the Past Performance Information Retrieval System (PPIRS), Construction Contractor Appraisal Support System (CCASS), similar systems of other Government departments and agencies, questionnaires tailored to the circumstances of this acquisition, Defense Contract Management Command (DCMC) channels, interviews with program managers and contracting officers, and other sources known to the Government, including commercial sources.

(o) Offerors are to note that, in conducting this assessment, the Government reserves the right to use both data provided by the Offeror and data obtained from other sources.

2.3 Factor 3:  Price Evaluation

(a) Price reasonableness will be determined based upon a comparison of Total Evaluated Prices among Offerors. 

(b) The Government has developed a pricing model that is representative of the types of task orders that may be issued under this basic contract. The pricing model was developed based upon experience gained under the EMCOS contract. The model includes labor categories, associated labor hours, subcontract costs, other direct costs, and DBA/SCA labor costs predetermined by the Contracting Officer. 

(c) Proposed fully burdened labor rates will be input into the model, which when applied to the predetermined labor hours, will calculate a total price for each labor category.  Proposed indirect rates applicable to subcontract and other direct costs will be applied to the predetermined costs to establish the indirect cost amount. The labor category hourly rates, indirect rates, and DBA/SCA wrap rates to be input into the pricing model will be the simple average of the rates proposed for each of the 7 years.

(d) All individual labor category prices, and indirect costs will then be totaled to arrive at the total evaluated price for each Offeror.

(e) The total evaluated price will be the only price discriminator among Offerors.

(f) If team members propose labor rates for the same labor category, and that labor category is part of the pricing task, team member rates will be averaged to calculate one rate to be input into the pricing model. The prime contractor’s indirect rates applicable to costs other than labor, and their DBA/SCA wrap rate will be used in the pricing model.

(g) The table below illustrates Pricing model calculations. This is an example only and does not represent actual hours or number of labor categories included in the pricing model.

3. Discussions

The Government reserves the right to hold discussions, but intends to award without discussions.  Therefore, each Offeror should submit their best proposal because the opportunity to submit a revised proposal is not anticipated.  If during the evaluation period, it is determined to be in the best interest of the Government to hold discussions, Offeror responses to Evaluation Notices (ENs), and the Final Proposal Revision (FPR) may be considered in making the PPT source selection decision.
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
