2.3 Proposal Format

2.3.1 Guidance

(a) This section of the ITO provides general guidance for preparing proposals as well as specific instructions on the format and content of the proposal.  

(b) The Offeror's proposal must include all data and information requested by the ITO and must be submitted in accordance with these instructions.

(c) Offeror(s) shall assume that the Government has no prior knowledge of their facilities and experience, and will base its evaluation on the information presented in the Offeror's proposal. 

2.3.3 Elaborate Presentations Not Desired

Elaborate brochures or documentation, binding, detailed artwork, or other embellishments are unnecessary and are not desired.

2.3.4 Price Information

All cost or pricing information shall be addressed ONLY in the Price Proposal Volume.

2.3.5 No Cross-Referencing

(a) Each volume shall be written on a stand‑alone basis so that its contents may be evaluated without cross-referencing to other volumes of the proposal.

(b) Information required for proposal evaluation, which is not found in its designated volume, will be assumed to have been omitted from the proposal.

2.3.6 Indexing

(a) Each volume shall contain detailed table of contents to delineate the subparagraphs within that volume.  

(b) Tab indexing shall be used to identify sections. At a minimum, tabs for items identified in the Volume Organization section for Volumes I through V shall be utilized.

(c) Tabs do not count against the page limitations for their respective volumes.

2.3.7 Glossary of Abbreviations and Acronyms

(a) Each volume shall contain a glossary of all abbreviations and acronyms used, with an explanation for each.  

(b) Glossaries do not count against the page limitations for their respective volumes.

2.3.8 Proposal Copies

2.3.8.1 “Original” Unbound Proposal

(b) This is a best value source selection conducted in accordance with Air Force Federal Acquisition Regulation Supplement (AFFARS) 5315.3 Source Selection.  

(c) A contract may be awarded to the Offerors who are deemed responsible in accordance with the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR), whose proposal conforms to the solicitation's requirements (to include all stated terms, conditions, representations, certifications, and all other information required by Section L of this solicitation) and is judged, based on the evaluation factors and subfactors, to represent the best value to the Government.  

(d) The Government seeks to award to the Offerors who give the Government the greatest confidence that they will best meet or exceed the requirements affordably.

(e) This may result in an award to higher rated, higher priced Offerors, where the decision is consistent with the evaluation factors and the Source Selection Authority (SSA) reasonably determines that the technical superiority and/or overall business approach and/or superior past performance of the higher priced Offeror outweighs the Price difference.

(a) Prime’s ability to effectively and efficiently manage the proposed team.

(b) Prime’s ability to effectively and efficiently assign, execute and manage multiple, concurrent, simultaneous, geographically dispersed TOs worldwide utilizing Prime’s resources.

(c) Prime’s ability to effectively and efficiently assign, execute and manage multiple, concurrent, simultaneous, geographically dispersed TOs worldwide utilizing resources from the team as proposed.

(d) Prime’s ability to identify and mitigate management issues in a timely, accurate fashion and in sufficient detail to make informed proactive and corrective decisions.

(e) Prime’s ability to clearly and concisely communicate and distribute responsibilities between the prime and various team members. 

(f) Prime’s ability to proactively manage cost, schedule, quality, and risks in accordance with sound business practices including clear visibility into cost, schedule, quality, and risks for both contractor and Government management.

(g) Prime’s ability to perform at a highly satisfactory level on multiple task orders with minimal government oversight.

(h) Prime’s ability to effectively and efficiently manage TOs greater than 100 miles from your offices. 

2.1.3  Subfactor 1.3 – Experience

This subfactor is met when the Offeror demonstrates the following.
(a) Team demonstrates 2 years relevant contracts within the last 5 years performing simultaneous tasks in Europe, Pacific Rim, and each CONUS time zone.  It is desirable to have experience on as many continents as possible. It is desirable for these relevant contracts to demonstrate a sound and realistic management approach to integrate and manage the team. It is desirable to have performed on relevant contracts at an exceptional level

(b) Team demonstrates the following minimum completed relevant contracts within the past 5 years.  It is desirable to have more experience (both numbers of projects and dollar values) than the minimum.  Partially completed projects may be evaluated as additional relevant contracts. It is desirable to demonstrate Team’s depth and breadth of relevant contracts.

(1) 10 environmental remediation projects > $300K each; 

(2) 2 innovative technology projects > $100K each; 

(3) 2 minor construction projects > $80K each; 

(4) 2 construction projects > $750K each; 

(5) 1 housing project > 50 units each

(c) Team must demonstrate that they have performed a minimum of 10, simultaneous, geographically dispersed TOs.  It is desirable to demonstrate geographic dispersion throughout CONUS and other continents.

(d) Team must demonstrate success within the last 3 years mitigating stakeholder concerns and requirements that resulted in successful completion of at least 3 separate projects. It is desirable to demonstrate at least 2 separate projects with successful results dealing with conflicting, hostile stakeholders in complex situations.

(e) Team must demonstrate experience performing task orders utilizing performance based contracting for either private or government customers.

2.1.4  Subfactor 1.4 – SDB Participation

This subfactor evaluates commitment to small business, small disadvantaged business, women-owned small business, veteran-owned small business concerns, service disabled veteran-owned small businesses, HUBZone small business, and historically black colleges/universities and minority institutions (HBCU/MI) participation.  This subfactor is met when the Offeror demonstrates the following.

(a) If a subcontracting plan is required by FAR 19.7, the subfactor is met when the Prime demonstrates the following.

(1) The Prime demonstrates a valid corporate commitment between all parties in providing subcontracting opportunities in the performance of the subsequent Task Order(s) for small business, small disadvantaged business, women-owned small business, veteran-owned small business concerns, service disabled veteran-owned small businesses, HUBZone small business, and HBCU/MI.

(2) The Prime’s subcontracting plan meets the small business goals of subcontracting opportunities for small business, small disadvantaged business, women-owned small business, veteran-owned small business concerns, service disabled veteran-owned small businesses, HUBZone small business, and HBCU/MI.

(3) The Prime identifies specific small disadvantaged business team members that will participate in performance of the effort and the type of work they are expected to perform.  Or, the Prime may provide sufficient evidence of outreach efforts to ensure this goal is met.

(4) The Prime demonstrates realistic small disadvantaged business participation targets (in dollars and percentages of total dollars obligated that support the DoD goal of 5% to award subcontract dollars to small disadvantaged business).

(b) If a subcontracting plan is NOT required, the minimum requirement of this subfactor is met.  However, the following are desirable to the Government.

(1) The Prime identifies specific small business, small disadvantaged business, women-owned small business, veteran-owned small business concerns, service disabled veteran-owned small businesses, HUBZone small business, and HBCU/MI team members/subcontractors that will participate in performance of the effort, along with the type of work they are expected to perform.

(2) The Prime identifies realistic targets expressed in percentages of total contract value as required by FAR 52.219-24 for small business, small disadvantaged business, women-owned small business, veteran-owned small business concerns, service disabled veteran-owned small businesses, HUBZone small business, and HBCU/MI participation in any of the NAICS Major Groups.

2.2 Factor 2 - Proposal Risk 

(a) Each subfactor under the Mission Capability factor will also be a subfactor under the Proposal Risk factor.  

(b) Proposal risk assessment focuses on the risks and weaknesses associated with an Offeror’s proposed approach and includes an assessment of the potential for disruption of schedule, increased Cost, degradation of performance, the need for increased Government oversight, and the likelihood of unsuccessful contract performance.

(c) For each identified risk, the assessment also addresses the Offeror's proposal for mitigating the risk and why that approach is or is not manageable. 

(d) Each Proposal Risk subfactor will receive one of the following ratings. 

	RATING
	DEFINITION

	HIGH (H)
	Likely to cause significant disruption of schedule, increased cost, or degradation of performance.  Risk may be unacceptable even with special contractor emphasis and close Government monitoring.

	MODERATE (M)
	Can potentially cause some disruption of schedule, increased cost, or degradation of performance.  Special contractor emphasis and close Government monitoring will probably be able to overcome difficulties.

	LOW (L)
	Has little potential to cause disruption of schedule, increased cost, or degradation of performance.  Normal contractor effort and normal Government monitoring will probably be able to overcome difficulties.


2.3 Factor 3 - Past Performance

(a) Under the Past Performance factor, the Performance Confidence Assessment represents the evaluation of an Offeror's present and past work record to assess the Government's confidence in the Offeror's probability of successfully performing as proposed.  

(b) The Government will evaluate the Offeror's demonstrated record of contract compliance in supplying products and services that meet user's needs, including cost and schedule.

(c) The Past Performance Evaluation will be accomplished by reviewing aspects of an Offeror's relevant present and recent past performance, focusing on and targeting performance which is relevant to Mission Capability and Price factors and subfactors.

(d) A relevancy determination of the Offeror's present and past performance, including joint ventures, subcontractors and/or teaming partners, will be made.  In determining relevancy for individual contracts, consideration will be given to the effort, or portion of the effort, being proposed by the Offeror, teaming partner, or subcontractor whose contract is being reviewed and evaluated.  

(e) The following relevancy definitions apply.

	RATING
	DEFINITION

	HIGH RELEVANT
	The magnitude of the effort and the complexities on this contract are essentially what the solicitation requires.

	RELEVANT
	Some dissimilarities in magnitude of the effort and/or complexities exist on this contract, but it contains most of what the solicitation requires.

	SOMEWHAT RELEVANT
	Much less or dissimilar magnitude of effort and complexities exist on this contract, but it contains some of what the solicitation requires.

	NOT RELEVANT
	Performance on this contract contains relatively no similarities to the performance required by the solicitation.


(f) The Government evaluation team, known as the Performance Risk Assessment Group (PRAG), will conduct an in-depth review and evaluation of all performance data obtained to determine how closely the work performed under those efforts relates to the proposed effort.  

(g) The PRAG will, as deemed necessary, confirm past and present performance data identified by Offerors in their proposals and obtain additional past and present performance data, if available from other sources.

(h) When relevant performance record indicates performance problems, the Government will consider the number and severity of the problems and the appropriateness and effectiveness of any corrective actions taken (not just planned or promised).  

(i) The government may review more recent contracts or performance evaluations to ensure corrective actions have been implemented and to evaluate their effectiveness.

(j) The PRAG may consider the Offeror’s, including subcontractors, joint ventures, and teaming partners, past performance in aggregate, rather than on an effort (contract) by effort basis.

(k) As a result of an analysis of those risks and strengths identified, each Offeror will receive an integrated Performance Confidence Assessment, which is the rating for the Past Performance factor.  

(l) Although the past performance evaluation focuses on performance that is relevant to the subfactors, the resulting Performance Confidence Assessment is made at the factor level and represents an overall evaluation of contractor performance.  

(m) Pursuant to DFARS 215.305(a)(2), the assessment will consider the extent to which the Offeror's evaluated past performance demonstrates compliance with FAR 52.219-8, Utilization of Small Business Concerns and FAR 52.219-9, Small Business Subcontracting Plan.

(n) Offerors without a record of relevant past performance or for whom information on past performance is not available will not be evaluated favorably or unfavorably on past performance and, as a result, will receive a "Neutral/Unknown Confidence" rating for the Past Performance factor.

(o) Each Offeror will receive one of the following ratings as described in AFFARS TABLE 5315-2, Past Performance Ratings.

	HIGH CONFIDENCE
	Based on the Offeror’s performance record, essentially no doubt exists that the Offeror will successfully perform the required effort.

	SIGNIFICANT CONFIDENCE

	Based on the Offeror’s performance record, some doubt exists that the Offeror will successfully perform the required effort.

2.4 Factor 4 – Price

(a) Price proposals will be analyzed in accordance with FAR 15.404-1(c).  Offerors must provide prices for all labor categories on attached Labor Category List.

(b) For evaluation purposes and to brief the costs associated with each Offeror, the following methods will be used.

(1) The Government will use a typical core labor hour mix required to complete requirements under this contract.  

(2) The team will apply the contractor proposed fully burdened labor rates to the selected hours.

(3) Total derived labor dollars will be divided by the total hours to determine the weighted composite rate for each Offeror.

2.5  Discussions

(a) The Government intends to evaluate proposals and award contracts without discussions with Offerors (except clarifications as described in FAR 15.306(a)).

(b) The Offeror's initial proposal should contain the Offeror's best terms from a technical and Price standpoint.  

(c) The Government reserves the right to conduct discussions if the Contracting Officer later determines them to be necessary. 

(d) If discussions are held, discussions will only be held with those Offerors determined to be in the competitive range.

M003 PRE-AWARD SURVEY  (OCT 2002)

(a) The Government may conduct a pre-award survey (PAS) as part of this source selection.

(b) Results of the PAS (if conducted) will be evaluated to determine each Offeror's capability to meet the requirements of this solicitation.

M004 SOLICITATION REQUIREMENTS, TERMS AND CONDITIONS  (OCT 2002)

(a) Offerors are required to meet all solicitation requirements, such as terms and conditions, representations and certifications, in addition to those identified as factors/subfactors to be eligible for award.

(b) Failure to comply with terms and conditions of the solicitation may result in the Offeror being removed from consideration for award.

(c) Any exceptions to the solicitation's terms and conditions must be fully explained and justified.
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
